FMU SPORTING CODE

CHAPTER 1: GENERAL PRINCIPLES

1. International regulation of motor sport

The Fédération Internationale de l'Automobile (FIA) shall be the sole international sporting authority entitled to make and enforce regulations for the encouragement and control of automobile competitions and records, and to organize FIA International Championships and shall be the final international court of appeal for the settlement of disputes arising therefrom; it being acknowledged that the Fédération Internationale Motocycliste (FIM) shall exercise the same powers insofar as vehicles with one, two and three wheels are concerned.

2. International Sporting Code

So that the above powers may be exercised in a fair and equitable manner the FIA has drawn up the present International Sporting Code (the Code). The purpose of this Code and its appendices is to encourage and facilitate international motor sport. It will never be enforced so as to prevent or impede a competition or the participation of a competitor, save where the FIA concludes that this is necessary for the safe, fair or orderly conduct of motor sport.

3. National control of motor sport

The Federation of Motor Sports Clubs of Uganda (FMU) is recognized by the FIA as sole sporting power for the enforcement of the present Code and control of motor sport in Uganda.

4 – 6. Reserved

7. National Competition Rules

In order that the above FIA delegated powers may be exercised in a fair and equitable manner, the FMU, through its FMUCC has drawn up a set of rules to be known as the National Competition Rules (NCR), which conform to the codes of FIA and FIM.

Appendices to the NCR’s shall be published by the FMUCC and shall have the force of the NCR.

All FMU Member clubs and license holders are obliged to own a copy of the NCR’s, Appendices and any subsequent changes to them.
7.1. Application of NCRs

The NCR and Appendices to the NCR shall govern all competition meetings and sporting events organized with the approval of the FMUCC. They may be amended by means of official bulletins issued by the FMUCC and any amendments so published shall have the force of the NCR’s.

Should a case not be covered by these NCR’s then the FIA/FIM rules and FIA/FIM General Prescriptions will apply.

7.2. International Events/Meetings

Events run under an FIA/FIM international organizing permit issued by the FIA/FIM must comply with The Code.

7.3. Registration of Motor Clubs

FMUCC approval for the organization of an event is mainly reserved for registered motor clubs (Recognised Clubs) who have undertaken to abide by these NCR’s and have paid the mandatory nominal fee for recognition.

7.4. Other Bodies

In addition to recognized clubs, the FMUCC may allow other bodies to organize events.

7.5. Additional Supplementary Regulations (ASR’s)
These are derived from the FIA/FIM and all the rules governing the FIA/FIM events under their Sporting Code and the General Prescriptions are valid for the running of the sport in Uganda. The ASR’s are defined in Appendix C of these regulations and organizers of NRC and CRC rallies may follow Article M in Appendix B to publish these ASR’s.

CHAPTER 2: NOMENCLATURE AND DEFINITIONS

8. The following nomenclature, definitions and abbreviations shall be adopted in this Code, in the appendices thereto, in all national rules and their appendices, in all Supplementary Regulations and for general use.

9. FIA:

Fédération Internationale de l'Automobile.

10. ASN:

A national automobile club or other national body recognized by the FIA as sole holder of sporting power in a country.  For Uganda, FMU

11. CS: CC:
The competitions committee of an ASN. For FMU, FMUCC.

12 – 13. Reserved

14. Cylinder capacity

Volume generated in cylinder (or cylinders) by the upward or downward movement of the pistons. This volume is expressed in cubic centimeters and for all calculations relating to cylinder capacity the symbol Pi (Π) will be regarded as equivalent to 3.1416.

15. Classification

Grouping of vehicles according to their engine cylinder capacity or by any other means of distinction (see The Code Appendices B and J)

16. Competition, event, race

a)  Competition:
an event in which an automobile takes part and which has a competitive nature or is given a competitive nature by the publication of results.  Competitions are international or national. Moreover they may be restricted or closed.  A national or international championship is considered as a competition.

b)  Event/Meeting: 

Is a single event with its own results. It may comprise (a) heat(s) and a final, free practice and qualifying practice sessions or be divided in some similar manner, but must be completed by the end of the meeting. An event is considered to have begun as from the time scheduled for the beginning of administrative checking and/or scrutineering and shall include practice and the competition itself. It shall end upon the expiry of one or other of the following time limits, whichever is the later:

- time limit for protests or appeals or the end of any hearings;

- end of sporting checking and post-event scrutineering carried out in accordance with the present Code.

For any event, national or international, open to the FIA formulae and categories or groups such as defined in the present Code and its Appendices, all the automobiles participating in this event must comply in all respects with the FIA technical regulations, and the official clarifications and interpretations of these regulations provided by the FIA. 

Circuit race/Meeting:

An event held on a closed circuit between two or more vehicles, running at the same time on the same course, in which speed or the distance covered in a given time is the determining factor.

17. International Event/Meeting

An event which is open to competitors and/or drivers holding a license issued by a country other than that in which the event takes place

The nationality of a competitor or driver is that of the ASN which issued them with a license (see The Code Article 112).

18. National Event/Meeting

An event is national when it is open only to competitors and to drivers of the same nationality, i.e. holders of a license issued by the FMU.

19. Restricted Event/Meeting

A national or international event is restricted when the competitors or drivers who take part in the event have to comply with particular conditions not provided in Articles 2.10 and 2.11 above, for instance, events by invitation come under restricted events. 

20. Closed Event/Meeting

An event is called closed when it is confined solely to members of a Club who themselves hold licenses (competitor or driver) issued by FMU.  Such an event must be authorised by the FMUCC which may, in exceptional circumstances, grant its agreement.

21. Rallies and Cross-Country Rallies

a) Rally of the first category (sporting event):

Road event with an imposed average speed, which is run entirely or partly on roads open to normal traffic. A rally consists either of a single itinerary which must be followed by all cars, or of several itineraries converging on a same rallying-point fixed beforehand and followed or not by a common itinerary.

The route may include one or several special stages/competitive sections, i.e. events organized on roads closed to normal traffic, and which together determine the general classification of the rally. The itineraries which are not used for special stages are called road sections.

Speed must never constitute a factor determining the classification on these road sections.

Cars authorised in international rallies of the 1st category:

The power of all cars is restricted to approximately 300 hp in all international rallies. The FIA shall, at all times and under all circumstances, take all the measures necessary for the enforcement of this power restriction.

Only the following may participate in international rallies:

- Touring cars (Group A)

- Production cars (Group N)

Unless there is an indication to the contrary on the homologation form excluding certain evolutions, Group A and N cars are permitted, during a further period of four years following the expiry of their homologation, to participate in international rallies on the following conditions:

- the FIA homologation papers are produced at documentation and at scrutineering.

- the cars are in conformity with the technical regulations (The Code Appendix J) valid at the date of the expiry of their homologation and are in a sound condition to participate, at the discretion of the scrutineers.

The size of turbo restrictors used on these cars and the minimum weight must be those currently valid.

b) Rally of the second category (touring assembly)

Events organized with the sole aim of assembling participants at a point determined beforehand.  To distinguish these from 1st category rallies, 2nd category rallies must bear as a subtitle the words 'Touring Assembly'.

The itinerary(ies) of a 2nd category rally may be compulsory, but only with simple passage controls and without any average speed being enforced on participants during the run.

One or several additional tests, except speed tests, can be included in the program of a 2nd category rally, but these additional tests may only take place at the point of arrival. These 2nd category rallies must not be allotted any prize money.

If the route(s) of a 2nd Category rally run(s) through the territory of one ASN only, the participants in the said rally are not obliged to have licenses.

In the opposite case, the rally must conform to the prescriptions of The Code Article 81 (International courses) and the participants therein must possess the necessary licenses (see The Code Articles 108 to 117).

c) Cross-Country Rallies and Baja Cross-Country Rallies.

The length of each selective section must be no more than 500 km and the total length of the event must be at least 800 km. The itinerary may cross the territory of several ASNs with the agreement of the ASNs concerned.

Only cross-country vehicles (Groups T) as defined by the FIA technical regulations may be admitted, to the exclusion of any other vehicle.

A Baja cross-country rally is a cross-country rally which must be run over one day (maximum distance: 800 km) or two days (maximum distance: 1200 km).

(d) national stage rallies of the first category – 

· Open class; group A and group N

· Minimum Competitive distance of 50 miles/ 80 Kms -10%

22-23. Reserved

24. Championship

The FMU National Championships are the property of FMU.

A championship may be a series of events or a single event.

There are national championships and international championships. Only the FIA may authorize an international championship. Only FMU may authorize a national championship.

National championships may only be organized by FMU or by another body with written consent from FMU.

A maximum of one event of a national championship may be run outside its national territory, subject to the following conditions:

- that it is run in a country having a common border (provided that, in the case of a maritime border, the FIA deems the additional country to have the appropriate geographical relationship) with the country which is organizing the national championship;

- that the technical and sporting regulations of the national championship have received the approval of the FIA;

- that the course on which the event is run has been homologated and approved by the FIA, and that all the FIA regulations on safety and medical assistance are respected.

International championships may only be organized by the FIA, or by another body with written consent of the FIA. In this case, the organizer of a Championship has the same rights and duties as the organizer of an event.

25. Organizing committee

A body comprising at least 15 persons approved by FMU (see The Code Article 2.5) invested by the promoters/organizers with all necessary powers for the organization of a sporting competition and the enforcement of Supplementary Regulations (see The Code Article 2.18).

26. Organizing permit

A document authorizing the organization of a sporting competition, issued by FMU.

27. Supplementary Regulations

Compulsory official document issued by the promoters of a sporting competition with the object of laying down the details of a competition.

28. Program

Compulsory official document prepared by the organizing committee giving all information for acquainting the public with the details of the competition.

29. Course

The route to be followed by (a) competitor(s) in a competition.

30. Track

A permanent or temporary course used for competitions or record attempts.

31. Reserved

32. Mile and Kilometer

For all conversions of English to French measurements, and vice versa, the mile shall be taken as 1.609344 kilometers, and the kilometer shall be taken as 0.62137 miles.

33 – 38. Reserved
39. Start

The start is the moment when the order to start is given to a competitor or to several competitors starting together (see The Code Articles 89 to 96 which give starting regulations).

40. Control line

Is a line, at the crossing of which a vehicle is timed.

41. Starting line

Is the first control line, with or without timing. (see The Code Article 90).

42.

a) Finishing line

Is the final control line, with or without timing.

b) Parc fermé

This is the place to which the competitor is obliged to bring his car(s) as foreseen by the Supplementary Regulations.

Inside the parc fermé, only the officials assigned to surveillance may enter. No operation, checking, tuning or repair is allowed unless authorised by the same officials.

The parc fermé is compulsory in a competition in which scrutineering is provided for.

The Supplementary Regulations of the competition shall specify the place where the parc(s) fermé(s) will be set up.

The parc fermé must be in close proximity to the finishing line/starting line, if such is provided for.  At the end of the special stage covered, the area between the finishing line and the parc fermé entrance shall be placed under the parc fermé regulations.  The parc fermé shall be of adequate dimensions and well closed off to ensure that no unauthorized persons may gain access while cars are in the enclosure.

The surveillance shall be carried out by officials appointed by the organizers.  These officials are responsible for the operation of the parc fermé and only they are authorised to give orders to the competitors.

The control areas of rallies will be considered as a parc fermé. No repairs or assistance may take place within the control area.

43. Handicap

A method laid down in the Supplementary Regulations of a competition with the object of equalizing as far as possible the chances of the competitors.

44. Competitor

Any person accepted for any competition whatsoever, and necessarily holding a competitor's license issued by FMU.

45. Driver

Person driving an automobile in any competition whatsoever and necessarily holding an FMU driver's license. 

46. Reserved

47. License

a) A license is a certificate of registration issued to any person or body (drivers, entrants, race officials, organizers, circuits etc...) wishing to participate or take part, in any capacity whatsoever, in competitions or other events governed by the present Code. 

The license-holder is deemed to be acquainted with the texts of the present FMU National Competition Rules, and must comply with its provisions. The principle that will apply in all cases is that any applicant who qualifies for a license within the terms of this Code and the applicable sporting and technical rules shall be entitled to such a license.

No one may take part in a sporting event, set or break a record, if he does not possess an FMU license, or a license issued by an ASN other than FMU with the consent of his parent ASN. (see The Code Article 110).

No license-holder may participate in an event if it is not entered on the FMU Calendar.

The FMU license must be renewed annually from the 1st of January of each year.

The license can be issued under a pseudonym, but no one may make use of two pseudonyms.

A charge will be made for the issue or the renewal of a license.

FMU may issue a license to a foreigner belonging to a country not yet represented on the FIA with the FIA's prior agreement. 

48. License-holders' register 

The list held by FMU of those persons to whom FMU has issued a competitor's, official’s and driver's license.

49. License number 

The numbers allotted annually by FMU to the competitors, officials, and drivers entered on its register.

50. Exclusion

Exclusion forbids the person concerned to take part in any particular competition, or in several sporting competitions of a same meeting.

51. Suspension

A person or body shall be said to be suspended when they have for a certain period been forbidden to take part in any competition either within the territory of FMU or in that of any country acknowledging the FMU (see The Code Articles 170 and 182).

52. Disqualification

A person or body shall be said to be disqualified when they have been definitively forbidden to take part in any competition whatsoever except as regards cases provided for under The Code Articles 170 and 182.

CHAPTER 3: COMPETITIONS - GENERAL CONDITIONS

53. General Conditions

All competitions are governed by the FMU national competition rules.

54. Reserved

55. Promotion of competitions

A sporting competition may be organized:

a) by FMU;

b) by an automobile club, or exceptionally by another qualified sporting group provided this club or association holds the necessary permit (see The Code Article 61).

56. Official documents

For all sporting competitions official documents must be drawn up, among which must always figure the Supplementary Regulations (see The Code Article 27) and a program (see The Code Article 28).

If any condition contained in these official documents is contrary to the present FMU NCR’s, it shall be null and void.

57. Statement to be made on all documents concerning a competition

All Supplementary Regulations, programs, and entry forms relating to any competition shall clearly bear the following statement:

"Held under the present International Sporting Code and under the National Competition Rules of FMU".

58. Acquaintance with and submission to rules

Every person, or group of persons, organizing a competition or taking part therein:

1) Shall be deemed to be acquainted with the statutes and regulations of the FIA, the Code and the FMU national regulations.

2) Shall undertake to submit themselves without reserve to the above and to the decisions of FMU and to the consequences resulting therefrom.

In case of non-compliance with these provisions, any person or group which organizes a competition or takes part therein, will have the license which has been issued to them withdrawn, and may be excluded from FMU Championships on a temporary or permanent basis.  FMU will state reasons for its decisions.

If a car is found not to comply with the technical regulations, it shall be no defense to claim that no performance advantage was obtained. – But under what penalty?
59. Unauthorized competitions

Any proposed competition not organized in conformity with the Code or with the rules of FMU is prohibited.

If such a competition is included in a meeting for which a permit has been granted, the permit shall be null and void. The provisions of The Code Article 58 are applicable to any license-holder taking part in such competitions.

60. Postponement or cancellation of a competition

A meeting or a competition forming part of a meeting shall not be postponed or cancelled unless provision for doing so has been made in the supplementary regulations, or unless the stewards have decided to postpone them for reasons of force majeure or safety (see The Code Article 141).

In case of cancellation or postponement for more than 24 hours, entry fees shall be returned.

CHAPTER 4: SPORTING COMPETITIONS - ORGANIZATIONAL DETAILS

61. Necessary organizing permit

No competition shall be held without an organizing permit (see The Code Article 26) issued by FMU.

62. Application for an organizing permit
Every application for an organizing permit with the application fee shall be sent to FMU at least eight weeks prior to the date of the proposed event, with the following information:

1) The names and qualifications of the persons proposed to form the organizing committee (see The Code Article 25) and the address of this committee;

2) A draft of the Supplementary Regulations (see The Code Articles 27 and 65) applicable to the event.

The complete application will be reimbursed if the permit is not granted within four weeks of the application and if the applicant has met all the necessary requirements.

63. Issue of organizing permit

FMU shall issue an organizing permit in form of a letter, approving the Supplementary Regulations (see The Code Articles 27 and 65).

The principle that will apply in all cases is that any holder of an organizer’s license who makes an application for an organizing permit shall be entitled to have that permit granted if he meets the criteria set out in the Code and the FMU NCR’s.

64. Respect of laws and regulations

A competition may be held either on a road or on a track, or on both, but no permit shall be granted by FMU unless the relevant permission from the competent local authorities is granted.

Note: Competitions taking place on public roads open to normal traffic must conform to the Road Traffic Regulations of Uganda. Penalties for violations of this regulation will be left to the discretion of the stewards.
65. Main information to be included in Supplementary Regulations

a) Nomination of the organizer(s) (see The Code Article 55);

b) The name, nature and definition of the proposed competition(s) (see The Code Articles 17 to 21);

c) A statement that the event is to be held under the present Code and under FMU NCR’s;

d) Composition of the organizing committee (see The Code Article 25) and address of that committee;

e) Place and date of the event;

f) A full description of the proposed competition (length and direction of the course, classes and categories of vehicles admitted, restriction in the number of competitors if such limitation exists, etc.);

g) All useful information concerning entries - address where they are to be sent, dates and hours of opening and closing, amount of fee, if such exists (see The Code Articles The Code70 and 71);

h) All relevant information concerning insurance;

i) The dates, times and nature of starts, with indication of handicaps, if any;

j) Reminder of clauses of the present Code and FMU NCR’s, especially as regards compulsory licenses (see The Code Articles 44, 45 and 108), signals (see Appendix H), protection against fire (see The Code Article 128);

k) Manner in which arrivals will be checked, and in which classification shall be established;

l) A detailed list of prizes assigned to each sporting competition;

m) A reminder of the clauses of the present Code and FMU NCR’s concerning protests (see The Code Articles 172, 173, 174);

n) The names of the stewards of the meeting and of the clerk of the course.

66. Amendments to Supplementary Regulations

No amendments shall be made to the Supplementary Regulations after the beginning of the period for receiving entries, unless unanimous agreement is given by all competitors already entered, or by decision of the stewards of the meeting for reasons of force majeure or safety (see The Code Article 141).
67. Main information to be included in the program

a) A statement that the meeting is to be held under the present Code and under the NCR’s;

b) Place and date of the meeting;

c) A short description and the time table of the proposed competitions;

d) Names of competitors and drivers with the numbers allocated for their cars (if pseudonyms are used, they must appear between inverted commas).

e) The handicap, if any.

f) A detailed list of prizes assigned to each competition.

g) The names of the stewards of the meeting and of the clerk of the course.

68. Entries

An entry is a contract between a competitor and the organizing committee (see The Article 25). It can be signed by either parties or result from an exchange of correspondence. It compels the competitor to take part in the competition in which they have accepted to run, except in case of duly established force majeure.

It binds the organizing committee to fulfill, towards the competitor, all the particular conditions of the entry, with the only reservation that the competitor has made every effort to take part faithfully in the competition concerned.

69. Respect of entries

Any contention between a competitor and the organizing committee regarding an entry shall be judged by FMU (see The Code Article 25), having approved the organizing committee, without prejudice to the right of appeal in the case of a foreign competitor. If the judgment cannot be pronounced before the date of the competition concerned, any competitor who, having been entered, or any driver who, having accepted to take part in that competition, does not run, then they will be immediately suspended internationally (temporary withdrawal of their license), unless they pay a deposit, the amount of which is determine in Article 7 of Appendix ‘R’ 

The payment of the deposit does not imply that a competitor or a driver may substitute one competition for another (see The Code Article 124).

70. Receipt of entries

Once the competent sporting authority has issued a permit for a meeting the organizers may receive entries. Final entries shall be made in writing on the proper form supplied by the organizing committee which shall provide for a statement of the name and address of the entrant and of the drivers nominated, together with license numbers of the entrant and drivers.

The Supplementary Regulations may, however, provide for an additional period of time for the nomination of drivers.

If an entry fee is provided for in the Supplementary Regulations (see The Code Article 65g), any entry not accompanied by this fee shall be null and void.

Competitors and drivers who wish to take part in an international competition organized abroad can only do so with the approval of FMU.

This authorization shall be given by the ASN concerned in such form as they might deem convenient, by stamping the entry form, issuing the competitor and/or driver a special permit for a specific event, or a more general permit (for one or several countries, for a given period or for the whole period of validity of the license concerned).

Should an organizer accept the entry of a foreign competitor and/or driver who has no authorization from the ASN which issued them with their license or licenses, that organizer would be committing an infringement which, when known to the FIA, would entail such fine as the FIA may deem to impose.

Authorizations granted by FMU to take part in events abroad:

It should be noted that authorizations may only be given by FMU for declared races entered on the FIA International Sporting Calendar or by the Confederation of African Countries in Motorsport (CACMS).
71. Closing of entries

Dates and times for the closing of entries must be mentioned in Supplementary Regulations (see The Code Article 65g). As regards international competitions, closing of entries must take place at least 7 days prior to the date fixed for the event. For other competitions, the time limit is 3 days, but never less.

72. Entry made by facsimile (fax)

Entries may be made by facsimile, provided that the telegram is dispatched before the time limit fixed for the closing of entries and that it is confirmed by a letter mailed at the same time accompanied by the entry fee.

The time of sending shown on the facsimile will be used as conclusive evidence.

73. Entry containing a false statement

Any entry which contains a false statement shall be considered null and void and the entrant may be judged guilty of improper conduct and moreover the entry fee will be forfeited.

74. Refusal of entry

In the case of an entry for an international competition being refused by the organizing committee, the latter must notify the applicant of such refusal within 2 days of receipt of the entry and not less than 5 days before the competition stating the grounds for such a refusal. As regards national and other competitions, the Supplementary Regulations may provide other terms as far as the notification of a refusal is concerned.

75. Conditional entries

Supplementary Regulations may provide that entries shall be accepted under certain well specified conditions as for instance in the case of a limitation in the number of starters, when a vacancy occurs among the other competitors entered. 

A conditional entry must be notified to the interested party by letter or telegram sent off at the latest on the day following the closing of entries, but the competitor entered conditionally is not subject to the conditions of The Code Article 124.

76. Publishing of entries

The organizers shall not enter on the program or publish as entered the name of any competitor or driver in respect of whom they have not received a duly authorised entry form or nomination. Competitors entered conditionally (see The Code Article 75) shall be designated as such when entries are published.

77. Acceptances

Unless it has already been provided for in the Supplementary Regulations, should the number of entries received exceed the maximum number of competitors laid down in the Supplementary Regulations, those to be accepted shall be selected either according to the order of receipt of their entries, or by means of a ballot, or by another means determined by the ASN competitions committee.

78. Nomination of reserves

Should any competitor be eliminated in accordance with Article 77, they may be accepted as a reserve provided that the prior agreement of the organizing committee has been obtained.

79. Entry of an automobile

One and the same automobile shall not be entered more than once in the same competition.

In exceptional circumstances, FMU may, depart from this rule by authorizing two entries of the same car in the same event, so long as it is driven only once by the same driver.

80. Official list of competitors

The organizing committee must send to FMU, and make available to each competitor, the official list of persons taking part in the competition at least 48 hours before the beginning of the event.

CHAPTER 5: COURSES - ROADS AND TRACKS

81. International courses

When the course of a competition traverses the territory of several countries, the organizers of this competition must first obtain through FMU the consent of each ASN of the countries traversed.

The national automobile clubs of the countries through which the course of the event runs will retain the sporting control over the whole of the course within the limits of their territory, it being understood however that the final approval of the results of the event will be granted by FMU (see The Code Article 55).

82. Road courses

The selection of any road for a course shall be approved by FMUCC and with the request for such approval a detailed itinerary giving the exact distances to be covered and a road map showing roads to be covered shall be submitted.

83 – 88. Reserved

CHAPTER 6: STARTS AND HEATS

89. Start:

a) The start is the moment when the order to start is given to a competitor or to several competitors starting together. If timing is employed, this will commence at the start. There are two sorts of starts:

1) The rolling start;

2) The standing start.

b) A competitor shall be deemed to have started at the moment when the order to start is given. Under no circumstances whatsoever shall this signal be repeated (see also Article 93).

c) For all competitions other than record attempts, the Supplementary Regulations shall define the nature of the start (see The Code Articles 91 and 92).

90. Starting line:

a) In all record attempts and in competitions with a rolling start, the starting line is the one which, when crossed, starts the timing of the vehicle(s).

b) In competitions with a standing start, the starting line is the line in relation to which the position of each vehicle (and if necessary of each driver) is fixed, prior to the start.

Supplementary Regulations (see The Code Article 27) shall define the relative positions of all vehicles and the method by which these positions are determined.

91. Reserved
92. Standing start

A standing start occurs when the vehicle is stationary at the moment when the order to start is given.

a) Reserved
b) For all other competitions with a standing start, the Supplementary Regulations shall stipulate whether, before the starting signal is given, the engine shall be running or stopped.

c) For vehicles starting singly or in line abreast:

- If timing is done by automatic timing machines, the vehicle or vehicles shall be placed before the start as defined above for record attempts with a standing start;

- If timing is done by means of a watch or with a timing apparatus not triggered automatically, the vehicle or vehicles shall be placed before the start with that part of the front wheels touching the ground placed on the starting line.

d) Whatever the starting positions relative to the starting line the Supplementary Regulations lay down for the vehicles, the timing shall begin when the signal to start is given. From then on, if the race is on a closed circuit, as from the end of the first lap each vehicle, will be timed as it crosses the check line drawn in front of the timekeepers post, unless the Supplementary Regulations dictate otherwise.

e) After final publication of the starting grid, the places of any non-starters shall be left empty, the other competitors retaining their published positions on the grid.

93. Starter's orders

Competitors and vehicles are under the orders of the starter from the moment the flag is raised until the moment the flag is dropped.

The movements of the flag may be accompanied or replaced by any other conventional signal.

Any competitor not coming under starter's orders with his car in time shall be deemed to be a non-starter.

94. Penalty for false start

A false start occurs when, before the appropriate signal is given, a competitor under the starter's orders moves forward from the prescribed position.

In the case of a grouped start, any driver who makes a false start shall be penalized by the addition of one minute to the time taken by them to complete the course of the race. This penalty shall be immediately notified to their pit.

In the case of a single start without automatic timing, any competitor having made a false start shall be penalized by 10 seconds added to the time taken by them to complete the prescribed course.

If laid down in the Supplementary Regulations, the stewards of the meeting shall have the power to increase the abovementioned penalties, and/or apply other penalties (e.g. stop/go, drive through, etc), but only within the limits previously fixed in the Supplementary Regulations.

95. Start line judges

One or several judges may be appointed by the organizing committee of a race to supervise the starts. Start line judges shall immediately indicate to the clerk of the course any false starts which may have occurred.

96-97. Reserved

CHAPTER 7: RECORDS - GENERAL CONDITIONS

98. Jurisdiction

FMU shall adjudicate upon all claims to records made within its territory.

99 – 101. Reserved

102. Periods and distances recognized

No competition against the clock under the name of 'Kilometer’, ‘Speed Trial' or 'Mile Speed Trial' or any similar appellation shall be authorised unless all the conditions laid down in the Code for attempts at records over these distances are fully observed.

103 – 107. Reserved

CHAPTER 8: COMPETITORS AND DRIVERS

108. Registration of competitors and drivers

Any person wishing to qualify as a competitor or as a driver, as defined in The Code Articles 44 and 45, shall make a formal application for a license to the ASN of the country of which they are a citizen (see The Code Article 47).

If the driver enters the car, then they are also the competitor and may hold the two corresponding licenses (see The Code Article 109).
109. Issuing of licenses

Certificates of registration drawn up in accordance with a model approved by the FIA, bearing the name of FMU and termed either 'Track license', 'Competitor's license' or 'Driver's license' may be issued by FMU (see The Code Article 113).

Three different kinds of FIA international licenses have been established (see Appendix A) i.e.:

- track license;

- competitor's license;

- driver's license.

FMU is authorised to issue these licenses as specified under The Code Article 110. FMU also issues national licenses.

110. Right of issuing licenses

FMU is entitled to issue licenses

1) to its Ugandans;

2) to the nationals of other countries represented on the FIA, in compliance with the following statutory conditions :

a) that their parent ASN gives its prior agreement to the issuing which may only take place once a year and in special cases;

b) that they can produce for their parent ASN (the country of their passport) a permanent proof of residence in Uganda;

c) that their parent ASN has recovered the license originally issued.

No person authorised by their parent ASN to apply for a license from Uganda shall hold a license from their parent ASN valid for the current year.

If for very special reasons however, a license-holder wishes to change the nationality of his license during the current year, he would only be able to do so after having obtained his parent ASN's consent and once his old license has been taken back by his parent ASN.

FMU may also grant a license to a foreigner belonging to a country not yet represented on the FIA but only on condition that the FIA is immediately informed of the intention to do so, in which case the FIA will at once state if there is any reason why such a license should not be granted. FMU shall advise the FIA of any refusal on its part to comply with a request of this nature.

111. A Ugandan having a license of a different ASN from FMU will be able to take part with this license in national events in Uganda according to the conditions set by CACMS.
112. Nationality of a competitor or driver

Every competitor or driver who has obtained their license from an ASN takes the nationality of that ASN for the period of validity of that license. All drivers, irrespective of the nationality of their license, participating in any FIA World Championship event, shall retain the nationality of their passport on all official documents and in all meetings and information bulletins

113. Refusal of license

FMU or the FIA may refuse to issue a license to an applicant who does not meet the national or international criteria applicable to the license applied for. The reasons for any such refusal shall be stated.

114. Period during which a license is valid

Licences shall expire on the 31st of December each year.

115. Fee chargeable for a license

A fee will be charged by FMU for the issuing of a license.

116. Validity of license

A competitor's or driver's license issued by an ASN shall be valid in all countries represented on the FIA and shall entitle the holder to enter or drive in all competitions organized under the control of the ASN which issued the license, and also in all competitions appearing on the International Sporting Calendar, subject to the conditions mentioned in The Code Articles 70 and 74 concerning the approval of the ASN.

Moreover, for restricted competitions, the license-holder must observe the special conditions contained in the Supplementary Regulations.

117. Production of license

A competitor or a driver at a meeting shall produce their license, signed by the holder, on the request of a duly authorised official of that meeting.

118. Withdrawal of license

Any person who shall enter for, drive in, officiate at, or in any manner whatsoever take part in a prohibited competition will be suspended by FMU.

Provided that the prohibited competition has been or is to be held outside the jurisdiction of FMU, the two ASNs concerned shall agree as to the duration of the penalty and should they fail to so agree the matter shall be referred to the FIA for a reasoned decision.

119. Medical surveillance

Every driver participating in full or simple international events must be able to show on request a medical certificate of aptitude in accordance with the requirements of Chapter II of Appendix "L" to the Code.

120. Pseudonym

If a license is requested under a pseudonym, special application shall be made to FMU.

In such cases a license will be issued in the assumed name if approved.

The license-holder, for so long as they are registered under a pseudonym, shall not take part in any competition under any other name.

An alteration of a pseudonym shall necessitate the same procedure being followed as for the original name.

A person registered under a pseudonym shall not revert to the use of their own name until they have obtained a new license under their own name from FMU.

121. Change of driver

In a competition other than an attempt at a record, a change of driver shall be permitted only if the Supplementary Regulations make provision to that effect (see The Code Article 27). After publication of the program such change shall require the approval of one of the stewards of the meeting (see The Code Article 141).

122. Identification numbers

During a competition each vehicle shall carry prominently displayed, one or more numbers or marks in conformity with the Supplementary Regulations (see The Code Article 27).

123. Joint responsibility of competitor and driver

The entrant (see The Code Articles 68 and 69) shall be responsible for all acts or omissions on the part of their driver, mechanic, or passengers, but each of these shall be equally responsible for any breach of the Code or of the FMU NCR’s.

124. Unauthorized substitution of one competition for another

Any competitor having entered themselves or any driver having undertaken to drive in any international or national competition who does not take part in that competition and takes part in another competition on the same day at some other place shall be suspended (temporary withdrawal of license) as from the beginning of the latter competition, for such time as the ASN concerned may deem fit.

If the two competitions take place in different countries, the two ASNs concerned shall agree as to the penalty to be imposed and should the ASNs fail to agree, the matter shall be referred to the FIA whose decision thereon will be final.

125. Entries in international events

Competitors are reminded that only those events appearing on the International Sporting Calendar published in the FIA Year Book or in FIA Bulletins are officially recognized.

Any competitor participating in a non-officially recognized event will be subject to the sanctions provided for in the present Code.

CHAPTER 9: VEHICLES

126. Classification of vehicles

For all competitions other than record attempts, vehicles will be classified on the one hand by categories of vehicle (racing cars, sports cars, grand touring and touring cars) and on the other hand according to the engine cylinder capacity (see Appendix B, The Code Article 199 and Appendix J, The Code Article 251).

127. Dangerous construction

The stewards of the meeting may exclude a vehicle whose construction is deemed to be dangerous (see The Code Articles 141 and 145).

128. Protection against fire

In all vehicles which take part in competitions, there must be some form of protection between the engine and the driver's seat, suitable and sufficient, in the event of fire, for preventing the passage of flames.

129. Suspension or disqualification of automobiles:

FMU or the FIA may suspend, exclude or disqualify from one or more competitions a particular automobile as a result of a breach of this Code or of the FMU NCR’s by the entrant or the driver or the manufacturer or their authorised representative.

130. Advertising on cars

Advertising on cars is free. Appendix B to the FMU Code will specify the special conditions applicable to different types of events.

The Supplementary Regulations of an event must mention these special conditions as well as any legal or administrative regulations in force in Uganda.

131. False advertising

Any competitor or firm advertising the results of a competition or record attempt shall state the exact conditions of the performance referred to, the nature of the competition or record, the category, class, etc. of the vehicle and the position or the result obtained.

Any omission or addition calculated to raise doubts in the public mind may entail the infliction of a penalty on the person responsible for publishing the advertising.

No advertising regarding the winning of a FIA Championship may be made before the termination of the last event of this Championship unless it includes the words: "subject to the official publication of the results by the FIA."

This rule also applies to a victory in an event of a FIA Championship.

The FIA logo specific to the Championship concerned must be included in this advertising.

Any breach of this rule may entail a penalty imposed by the FIA on any competitor, automobile manufacturer, driver, FMU or company responsible for publishing the advertising.

CHAPTER 10: OFFICIALS

132. List of officials

The term 'official' comprises the following persons, who may have assistants:

- the stewards of the meeting;

- the clerk of the course;

- the secretary of the meeting;

- timekeepers;

- scrutineers;

- assistant scrutineers;

- pit observers;

- track or road marshals;

- flag marshals;

- finish line judges;

- judges of fact;

- handicappers;

- starters.

133. Right of supervision

Apart from the officials referred to in The Code Article 132, FMU may confer on the members of its competitions committee the right to supervise personally any of its own nationals in any competition held in any country whatsoever and governed by these Regulations, as well as the right to uphold, if needed, their interests vis-à-vis the organizers of competitions.

134. Necessary officials

At a event there shall be at least three stewards of the meeting and a clerk of the course and in the case of competitions decided wholly or partly by time, one or more timekeepers.

The stewards officiate as a body under the authority of a chairman expressly designated in the Supplementary Regulations. The chairman of the panel of the stewards of the meeting is, in particular, responsible for planning the meetings and ensuring that arrangements are respected. They are also responsible for establishing agendas and drawing up the minutes of meetings.  In the event of a split ballot, the chairman shall have the casting vote.

The clerk of the course shall remain in close contact with the chairman of the panel throughout the meeting in order to ensure the smooth running of the event.

135. Nomination of officials

A least one of the stewards of the meeting shall be nominated by the ASN promoting it or granting a permit therefore.

The other officials shall be nominated by the organizers, subject to the approval of the ASN.

136. Qualifications required

The timekeepers, scrutineers, assistant scrutineers and handicappers shall be selected from among those persons qualified for these tasks and included on FMU’s annual lists to this effect. They must have no connection with any trade or industry which benefits in a direct or indirect way from the results of the competition (For other details concerning qualifications required of officials referred to in this The Code Article, see Appendix F).

137. Plurality of duties

At an event one and the same person may, if so nominated by the organizers, undertake several of the duties referred to in The Code Article 136 provided they are qualified for each of the said duties.

138. Demarcation of duties

An official shall not, at any meeting, perform any duties other than those for which they were appointed.

They shall not be eligible to compete in any competition at any meeting at which they are acting as an official.

139. Remuneration of officials

All FMU officials will be remunerated for their services in accordance with a scale drawn up by FMU. (See Article 5, Appendix ‘R’) – Facilitated perhaps?
140. Duties of the stewards of the meeting

As a general rule the stewards of the meeting will not be in any way responsible for its organization and shall not have any executive duties in connection therewith.

It follows, therefore, that in the carrying out of their duties, they do not incur any responsibility except to the National Sporting Authority under whose regulations they are acting.

As an exception to this, applicable only when an event is promoted directly by an ASN, the stewards of such an event may combine their duties with those of the organizers.

The stewards of the meeting shall sign and send to FMU a closing report within seven working days. This report will include the results of each competition together with particulars of all protests lodged and exclusions they may have made with their recommendations as to any decisions which may have to be taken for a suspension or a disqualification.

In an event comprising several competitions, there may be different stewards of the meeting for each competition.

141. Authority of the stewards of the meeting

The stewards of the meeting shall have supreme authority for the enforcement of the present Code, of FMU NCR’s, Supplementary Regulations and of program. They shall settle any claim which might arise during a meeting, subject to the right of appeal provided in the present Code (see Chapter 13).

- They shall decide what penalty to enforce in the event of a breach of the regulations.

- In exceptional circumstances, they may amend the Supplementary Regulations (see The Code Article 66).

- In the event of heats, they may alter the composition or the number of heats (see The Code Article 96).

- In the event of dead heats, they may authorize a new start (see The Code Article 97).

- They may authorize a change of drivers (see The Code Article 121).

- They may accept or refuse any correction proposed by a judge of fact (see The Code Article 149g).

- They may inflict penalties or fines (see The Code Article 154).

- They may pronounce exclusions (see The Code Article 158).

- They may amend the classification (see The Code Article 168).

- They may prohibit from competing any driver or any vehicle which they consider to be dangerous or which is reported to them by the clerk of the course as being dangerous (see The Code Article 127).

- They may exclude from any one competition or for the duration of the meeting any entrant or driver whom they consider as, or who is reported to them by the clerk of the course or by the organizing committee as being ineligible to take part, or whom they consider as being guilty of improper conduct or unfair practice.

- Furthermore, they may order the removal from the course and its precincts of any entrant or driver who refuses to obey the order of a responsible official.

- They may postpone a competition in the event of force majeure or for serious safety reasons.

- They may modify the program as to the position of the starting and finishing lines, or in any other manner, if requested to do so by the clerk of the course or the organizer in the interests of competitor and public safety.

- In the event of the absence of one or several of the stewards of the meeting, they or FMU may appoint one, or if necessary several substitutes especially when the presence of three stewards is indispensable.
- They may take the decision to stop a race.

142. Duties of the clerk of the course

The clerk of the course may also be the secretary of the meeting and may have various assistants.

In the case of a meeting comprising several competitions there may be a different clerk of the course for each competition.

The clerk of the course is responsible for conducting the meeting in accordance with the official program.

In particular he shall:

- generally keep order, in conjunction with such military and police authorities as have undertaken to police a meeting and who are more immediately responsible for public safety;

- ensure that all officials are at their posts and report the absence of any of them to the stewards of the meeting;

- ensure that all officials are provided with the necessary information to enable them to carry out their duties;

- control competitors and their automobiles and prevent any excluded, suspended or disqualified competitor or driver from taking part in a competition for which they are not eligible;

- ensure that each automobile, and if necessary, each competitor, carries the proper identification numbers in accordance with those in the program;

- ensure that each automobile is driven by the proper driver and marshal the automobiles in such categories and classes as are required.

- bring the automobiles up to the starting line in the right order and if necessary give the start;

- convey to the stewards of the meeting any proposal to modify the program or regarding the improper conduct of, breach of rule by, or protest on the part of a competitor;

- receive these protests and transmit them immediately to the stewards, who shall take the necessary action thereon;

- collect the reports of the timekeepers, scrutineers, assistant scrutineers, and track or road marshals, together with such other official information as may be necessary for the determination of the results;

- prepare, or ask the secretary of the meeting to prepare the data for the closing report referred to in The Code Article 140 regarding the competition(s) for which they were responsible for the stewards' consideration and approval.

143. Duties of the secretary of the meeting

The secretary of the meeting shall be responsible for the organization of the meeting, and all announcements required in connection therewith.

They shall ensure that the various officials are familiar with their duties and provided with the necessary equipment. If necessary, they shall second the clerk of the course in the preparation of the closing report for each competition (see The Code Article 142 in fine).

144. Duties of timekeepers

The principal duties of timekeepers shall be:

- at the beginning of the meeting, to report to the clerk of the course, who will give them the necessary instructions;

- to start the competition, whenever instructed to do so by the clerk of the course;

- to use for timing only such apparatus as is approved by FMU Note: Timing by use of wrist watches is not allowed in FMU Championship events.

- to declare the time taken by each competitor to complete the course;

- to prepare and sign according to their individual responsibility their reports and to send them, accompanied by all necessary documents, to the clerk of the course in the case of an event, or to the ASN in the case of an attempt at a record or a test;

- to send, their original time sheets either to the stewards of the meeting or to FMU;

- not to communicate any times or results except to the stewards of the meeting and the clerk of the course or his deputies, except when otherwise instructed by the aforementioned officials.
145. Duties of scrutineers

Scrutineers are entrusted with all checking relating to the mechanical components of automobiles. They shall:

- carry out these checks either before the event if requested by FMU or the organizing committee or during the event if requested by the clerk of the course;

- use such checking instruments as may be specified or approved by FIA;

- not communicate any official information except to the stewards of the meeting and the clerk of the course;

- prepare and sign, under their own responsibility, their reports, and hand them to the authority among those mentioned above who instructed them to draw them up.

146. Duties of assistant scrutineers

Assistant scrutineers are entrusted with the checking of the weight of automobiles, dimensions of their bodywork and its accessories, and also of all documents relating to competitors and drivers (licenses, driver's licenses, insurance, etc).

The duties of assistant scrutineers may be entrusted to the scrutineers. Assistant scrutineers shall:

- exercise their functions either before the meeting if requested by FMU or by the organizing committee, or during the meeting if requested by the clerk of the course;

- use such checking instruments as may be specified or approved by FMU/FIA;

- not communicate any official information to any person except to FMU, the organizing committee, the stewards of the meeting and the clerk of the course;

- prepare and sign, under their own responsibility, their reports and hand them to the authority among those mentioned above who instructed them to draw them up.

147. Duties of pit / service park observers

Pit observers shall control all replenishment of vehicles during a competition and enforce the relevant prescriptions in the Supplementary Regulations.

They are under the orders of the clerk of the course to whom they must immediately report any infringement committed by a competitor or by a driver.

At the end of each competition, they must give their report to the clerk of the course, either verbally or in writing, in accordance with instructions received.

148. Duties of road observers and flag marshals

The track or road marshals shall occupy, along the course, posts assigned to them by the stewards of the meeting or the organizing committee. As soon as an event begins, each track or road marshal is under the orders of the clerk of the course to whom they shall immediately report by any means at their disposal (telephone, signals, courier etc.) all incidents or accidents which might occur along the section for which they are responsible.

Flag marshals are specifically entrusted with flag signaling (see Appendix H). They may also be track or road marshals.

At the end of each competition, all track or road marshals must give the clerk of the course a written report on the incidents or accidents recorded by them.

During competitions, and unless otherwise instructed by the clerk of the course, track or road marshals shall, as far as possible, inform the event headquarters concerning the order in which competitors have passed their post. This shall be effected lap by lap in the case of a closed circuit.

149. Duties of judges

a) Start line judges (see The Code Article 95).

b) Finish line judges

In a competition where a decision has to be given as to the order in which competitors cross a finish line, a finish line judge shall be nominated to give such a decision.

c) Judges of fact

In a competition where a decision has to be given whether or not a competitor has touched or crossed a given line, or upon any other fact of the same type which has been laid down in the Supplementary Regulations for the competition, one or several judges of fact shall be nominated to be responsible for one or several of these decisions.

The judges of fact on these points must be named and their names displayed on the official notice board.

d) Assistant judges

Each of the above judges may have an assistant judge appointed to assist them, or in the case of absolute necessity to replace them, but in the event of disagreement the final decision shall be given by the judges of fact themselves.

e) Video or electronic systems

The stewards may use any video or electronic systems to assist them in reaching a decision. The stewards may overrule judges of fact.

f) Protests

No protest against the decisions of a finish line judge or of a judge of fact shall be admitted concerning a question which they have been officially appointed to decide.

The decisions of these judges are final, but they shall not in themselves constitute the official classification because they have taken no account of the conditions under which the competitors have completed the course.

g) Mistakes

If any judge considers that they have made a mistake they may correct it, subject to this correction being accepted by the stewards of the meeting.

h) Facts to be judged

The Supplementary Regulations for the competition must indicate which facts are to be judged by the judges of fact (see c above).

i) Reports

At the close of the event each judge shall send to the clerk of the course a report of their declarations.

150. Duties of handicappers

The handicappers shall, after entries have closed, prepare the handicaps in accordance with the requirements of the Supplementary Regulations. They shall state if any handicap in a competition is to be increased as a result of a performance achieved in a previous competition.

CHAPTER 11: PENALTIES

151. Breach of rules

Any of the following offences in addition to any offences specifically referred to previously, shall be deemed to be a breach of these rules:

a) All bribery or attempt, directly or indirectly, to bribe any person having official duties in relation to a competition or being employed in any manner in connection with a competition and the acceptance of, or offer to accept, any bribe by such an official or employee.

b) Any action having as its object the entry or participation in a competition of an automobile known to be ineligible therefor.

c) Any fraudulent conduct or any act prejudicial to the interests of any competition or to the interests of motor sport generally.

152. Penalties

Any breach of this Code or the Appendices thereto, of the national rules or their appendices, or of any Supplementary Regulations committed by any organizer, official, competitor, driver, or other person or organization may be penalized or fined.

Penalties or fines may be inflicted by the stewards of the meeting and FMU as indicated in the following articles.

The decision of the stewards becomes immediately binding notwithstanding an appeal if it concerns questions of safety or of irregularity of entry by a competitor entering an event.

Nevertheless, as a safeguard, if a competitor appeals, excluding the cases cited above (safety, irregularity of entry), the penalty will be suspended, without however the competitor and the driver being able to take part in the prize-giving or the podium ceremony, nor can they appear in the final official classification of the event, in any place other than that resulting from the application of the penalty, unless they have won their appeal before the appeal courts and their rights have then been reestablished.

Penalties of driving through or stopping in pit lanes are not susceptible to appeal.

In matters relating to the fight against doping, the sanctions mentioned in the anti-doping regulations set out in The Code Chapter II, Article 4 of Appendix L shall be applied.

As well as this and independently of the prescriptions of the following Articles, FMU may, upon the proposal and report of the FMU observer or the joint report of the two stewards of the meeting designated by FMU, directly inflict a penalty which will take the place of any penalty which the stewards of the meeting may have pronounced on any one of the above-mentioned parties. In this case, the club concerned cannot refuse to appeal on behalf of the party concerned.

Also, the stewards in FMU Championships may decide the following penalties applicable to the competitors or to the drivers: suspension for one or more events, fine, withdrawal of Championship points. Points should not be deducted separately from drivers and competitors, save in exceptional circumstances.

These penalties may, where applicable, be cumulated or applied with suspension of sentence.

153. Scale of penalties

Penalties may be inflicted as follows in order of increasing severity:

- reprimand (blame);

- fines;

- time penalty;

- exclusion;

- suspension;

- disqualification.

Time penalty means a penalty expressed in minutes and/or seconds. Any one of the above penalties can only be inflicted after an enquiry has been held and, in case of one of the last three, the concerned party must be summoned to give them the opportunity of presenting their defense.

A penalty consisting of the withdrawal of points over the whole of the Championship may be imposed by FMU.
154. Fines

A fine may be inflicted on any competitor, and also on any driver, assistant or passenger, who does not comply with the requirements of any Regulations or with any instruction of the officials of the meeting (see The Code Article 132).

The infliction of a fine may be ordered by FMU or by the stewards of the meeting. However when these fines are inflicted by the stewards they may not exceed a certain sum which will be set each year by FMU (See Article 7, Appendix ‘R’). Furthermore they will have to be inflicted in accordance with a collective decision of all the stewards and not by only one of them.

155. Maximum fine given by the stewards of the meeting:

See Article 7, Appendix ‘R’

156. Liability to pay fines

An entrant shall be responsible for the payment of any fine inflicted on their drivers, assistants, passengers, etc.

157. Time limit for payment of fines

Fines shall be paid within 48 hours of their notification.  Any delay in making payment may entail suspension during the period a fine remains unpaid.

The proceeds from fines will be used for the promotion and the organization of FMU Championship events. This same text will be applied for national fines.

158. Exclusion

A sentence of exclusion may be pronounced by the stewards of the meeting under the conditions provided for in The Code Article 141. The person so sentenced shall thereby be excluded from taking part in one or more competitions at an event. In all cases, exclusion shall entail the loss of the entry fee which shall accrue to the organizers.

159. Suspension

Save as provided in The Code Articles 152 and 184, a sentence of suspension may be pronounced only by FMU and shall be reserved for grave offences.

A sentence of suspension, for as long as it remains in force, shall entail the loss of any right to take part in any capacity whatsoever in any competition held within Uganda or within the territories of any country in which the authority of the FIA is recognized, according to whether such suspension is national or international (see The Code Article 161) (except cases provided for in Articles 170 and 183).

Suspension shall also render null and void any previous entry made for any competition which may take place during the term of such suspension and shall also entail the forfeiture of the fee payable for any such entry.

160. Withdrawal of license:

a) National suspension

Any entrant or driver who is suspended nationally shall hand back their license to FMU which will clearly mark thereon by means of a heavy stamp the words "Not valid for ‘duration’ (Uganda)

At the expiry of the period of national suspension, the marked license will be exchanged for a clean license.

b) International suspension

Any entrant or driver who is suspended internationally shall hand back their license to FMU which shall not return it to them until the period of international suspension has expired.

In both the above cases, any delay in handing back the license shall be added to the term of suspension.

161. Effects of suspension

A sentence of suspension pronounced by FMU shall apply only within Uganda.

If, however, FMU wishes the sentence of suspension to be recognized internationally, it shall notify its wish without delay to the Secretariat of the FIA and the latter will inform all other ASNs.

The sentence of suspension shall be noted by each ASN immediately, and the consequent restriction will thereby come into force.

162. Disqualification

A sentence of disqualification shall entail the permanent loss for the person disqualified of any right to take part in any capacity whatsoever in any competition, except in cases provided for under The Code Articles 170 and 183.

A sentence of disqualification can be pronounced only by FMU, and will be reserved for offences of exceptional gravity. It shall render null and void any previous entry made by the person disqualified and shall entail the forfeiture of entry fees.

163. Effects of disqualification

A sentence of disqualification shall always be international in nature.

It shall be notified to all the ASNs, and be registered by them according to the conditions of international suspension laid down in The Code Article 161.

164. Notifications of penalties to International Sporting Federations

A suspension, when applicable internationally, and a disqualification will be communicated to those International Federations designated by the FIA which have agreed to apply, on a reciprocal basis, the penalties inflicted by the FIA.

Any suspension or disqualification made known to the FIA by these Federations will be enforced to the same extent by the FIA.

165. Statement of reasons for suspension or disqualification

In notifying sentences of suspension or disqualification to the person upon whom sentence is passed and to the Secretariat of the FIA, it shall be necessary for FMU to give its reasons for inflicting such penalty, but under no circumstances shall these reasons be published.

166. Reserved

167. Loss of awards

Any competitor excluded, suspended or disqualified during a competition will lose the right to obtain any of the awards assigned to the said competition.

168. Amendment to the classification and awards

In such cases as are provided for in The Code Article 167, the stewards of the meeting shall declare the resulting amendment in the placings and awards, and they shall decide whether the next competitor should be moved up in the classification.

169. Publication of penalties

The FIA, or FMU shall have the right to publish or to have published a declaration stating that it has penalized any person, automobile, or make of automobile.

Without prejudice to any right to appeal any decision persons referred to in such declaration shall have no right of legal action against the FIA, or FMU, or against any person publishing the said declaration.

170. Remission of sentence

FMU shall have the right to remit the unexpired period of a sentence of suspension or to lift a disqualification under the conditions which it may determine.

CHAPTER 12: PROTESTS

171. Right to protest

The right to protest lies only with a competitor; nevertheless, an official acting in his official capacity may even in the absence of a protest take such official action as the case warrants.

A competitor wishing to protest against more than one fellow competitor must lodge as many protests as there are competitors involved in the action concerned.

172. Lodging of protest

Every protest shall be in writing and accompanied by a fee, the amount of which shall be set annually by FMU. (See Article 8, Appendix R) This fee may only be returned if the protest is upheld.

173. To whom addressed

Protests arising out of a competition shall be addressed to the clerk of the course or their assistant if such exists.

In the absence of the clerk of the course or of their assistant such protests should be addressed to any of the stewards of the meeting.

174. Protest time limit:

a) A protest against the entry of a competitor or driver, or against the length of the course must be lodged, at the latest, two hours after the closing time (days before start in case of a rally/)for the official scrutineering of the vehicles. 
Should scrutineering take place in another country than that of the organizer any official from the ASN of this other country is entitled to accept the protest and forward it as soon as possible to the stewards of the meeting, together with their justified opinion if they deem it necessary.

b) Protests against a handicap or make up of a heat must be lodged at the latest one hour before the start of the competition.

c) A protest against a decision of a scrutineer or weighing official shall be lodged by the competitor in question immediately after such decision has been made

d) Protests against any error or irregularity occurring during a competition, referring to the non-compliance of vehicles with the regulations and concerning the classification established at the end of the event shall, except in circumstances which the stewards of the meeting consider as physically impossible, be made within thirty minutes of the official publication of the results.

Competitors shall be advised in advance of the place and time of such a publication either by the Supplementary Regulations or one of their appendices or by the program. Should it be impossible for the organizers to publish the official results as stated, they shall issue, at the time and place fixed, accurate details concerning the measures they intend to take regarding the classification.

e) The stewards of the meeting shall treat all protests referred to above as urgent and the Race Director/Clerk of the course shall be heard.

In the case of a split vote amongst the stewards of the meeting, the chairman of the stewards shall have the casting vote.

175. Hearing

The hearing of the protester and of all parties concerned by the protest shall take place as soon as possible after the protest has been lodged. The concerned parties shall be summoned to appear at the hearing, and may be accompanied by witnesses.

The stewards of the meeting must ensure that the summons has been personally received by all persons concerned.

In the absence of any concerned party or of their witnesses, judgment may be made by default.

If judgment cannot be given immediately after the hearing of the parties concerned, they must be advised of the place and time at which the decision will be given.

176. Inadmissible protest

Protests against decisions made by the finish line judges and judges of fact in the exercise of their duties, as laid down in The Code Article 149, will not be admitted.

A single protest against more than one competitor will not be accepted.

177. Publication of the awards and prize-giving

The prize-giving shall not begin until at least half an hour has elapsed after the official publication of the results.

A prize won by a competitor against whom a protest has been lodged must be withheld until a decision has been reached on the subject of the protest.

Moreover in the event of any protest being lodged whose outcome might modify the classification of the competition; the organizers shall only publish a provisional classification and shall withhold all prizes until final decision concerning the protest (including appeals as laid down in The Code Chapter XIII) has been reached.

However when a protest may affect only part of the classification, such part as is not affected by the protest may be published definitively, and the corresponding prizes distributed.

178. Judgment

All parties concerned shall be bound by the decision reached, subject to the conditions of appeal laid down in the Code and NCR’s but neither the stewards of the meeting nor FMU shall have the right to order that a competition be re-run (see The Code Article 97).

179 a. Protest without foundation

If the protest is rejected or if it is withdrawn after being brought, no part of the protest fee shall be returned.

If judged partially founded, the fee may be returned in part, and in its entirety if the protest is upheld.

Moreover, if it is proved that the author of the protest has acted in bad faith, FMU may inflict upon them one of the penalties laid down in the Code and the NCR’s

179 b. Right of review

If, in events forming part of a FMU Championship, a new element is discovered, whether or not the stewards of the meeting have already given a ruling, these stewards of the meeting or, failing this, those designated by FMU, must meet on a date agreed amongst themselves, summoning the party or parties concerned to hear any relevant explanations and to judge in the light of the facts and elements brought before them.

The right of appeal against this new decision is confined to the party or parties concerned in accordance with the final paragraph of The Code Article 180 and the following Articles of the Code.

Should the first decision already have been the subject of an appeal before the National Court of Appeal or before the International Court of Appeal, or successively before both of these courts, the case shall be lawfully submitted to them for the possible revision of their previous decision.

The period during which an appeal in review may be brought expires on 30 November of the current year.
CHAPTER 13: APPEALS

180. Jurisdiction

FMU through its national court of appeal, as defined in The Code Article 181, constitutes for its own license-holders the final court of judgment empowered to settle any dispute which may have arisen between FMU license-holders in Uganda in connection with national motorsport.

For any dispute involving either a foreign license-holder or one of the persons mentioned in the first paragraph of The Code Article 152, of foreign nationality, the National Court of Appeal constitutes a court whose decisions may be appealed against before the International Court of Appeal.
181. National Court of Appeal

FMU shall nominate, or have nominated by its competitions committee, a certain number of persons who may or may not be members of FMU, who will constitute the national court of appeal.

No members of this court of appeal may sit on a case if they have been involved in any way as competitors, drivers or officials in the competition under consideration, or if they have participated in any earlier decision concerning or have been involved, directly or indirectly, in the matter under consideration.

182. National Appeal procedure

Competitors whatever their nationality shall have the right to appeal against a sentence or other decision pronounced on them by the stewards of the meeting before FMU if that decision has been given or made in Uganda. They must however, under pain of forfeiture of their right to appeal, notify the stewards of the meeting in writing within one hour of the publication of the decision of their intention to appeal.

The right to bring an appeal to FMU expires two days after the date of the notification of the decision of the stewards of the event on condition that the intention of appealing has been notified in writing to the stewards of the event within one hour of the decision (see previous paragraph). This appeal may be brought by fax or by any other electronic means of communication with confirmation of receipt. Confirmation by a letter of the same date accompanied by the necessary fee (see The Code Article 183) is required.  FMU must give its decision within a maximum of 30 days.

All parties concerned shall be given adequate notice of the hearing of any appeal. They shall be entitled to call witnesses, but their failure to attend the hearing shall not interrupt the course of the proceedings.
183. Form of national appeal

Every notice of appeal shall be in writing and signed by the appellant or by their authorised agent.

The confirmation of an appeal to FMU must be accompanied by such fee as shall be specified annually by FMU. This fee becomes due from the moment the appellant notifies the stewards of the intention of appealing, as specified in The Code Article 182, and remains payable even if the appellant does not follow up the declared intention to appeal.

If the appeal is rejected or if it is withdrawn after being brought, no part of the protest fee shall be returned.

If judged partially founded, the fee may be returned in part, and in its entirety if the protest is upheld.

Moreover, if it is proved that the author of the appeal has acted in bad faith, FMU may inflict upon them one of the penalties laid down in the Code.

184. Missions of the International Court of Appeal

The International Court of Appeal shall be entrusted with judging definitively any dispute or conflict resulting from the application of the Statutes or of the rules decreed by the FIA, with settling any dispute of a sporting nature arising between Members of the F.I.A., and with hearing any litigation of a sporting nature which may be submitted to it by the President of the F.I.A. It will also hear:

1. Appeals from decisions of the ASNs or their judicial bodies, subject always to the provisions set out in the first paragraph of The Code Article 180.  Appeals by FMU organizers, FMU competitors, FMU drivers or other FMU license-holders may be brought only by FMU.

2. Appeals from decisions of the stewards of the meeting where the parties concerned have jointly decided to submit the appeal not to the National Court of Appeal of the country of the event but directly to the International Court of Appeal with the assistance and agreement of FMU.

3. Appeals from decisions of the stewards of the meeting brought by at least one of the parties concerned in the context of an event of the FIA World Championships.

4. Appeals brought by FMU on behalf of organizers, competitors, drivers, other license-holders or any other person or organization which has been the subject of a sanction pronounced by the World Motor Sport Council.

185 – 188. Reserved

189. Judgment

The court of appeal, national or international, may decide that the penalty or other decision appealed against should be waived, and, if necessary the penalty mitigated or increased, but it shall not be empowered to order any competition to be re-run.

Judgments of the Court of Appeal shall be reasoned.

190. Return of appeals fees. Costs

In giving a decision on the appeals brought before them, the National Courts of Appeal or the International Court of Appeal shall decide, according to the decision, to award the costs which shall be calculated by the secretariats to the level of the expenses occasioned by the preparation of the case and the meeting of the courts. The costs shall be constituted by these expenses alone, to the exclusion of the expenses or defense fees incurred by the parties.

191 a. Publication of judgment

The FIA or FMU shall have the right to publish or have published the outcome of an appeal and to state the names of all the parties involved.

Without prejudice to any right of appeal the persons referred to in such notices shall have no right of action against the FIA or FMU or against any person publishing the said notice.

191 b. For the avoidance of doubt, nothing in the Code shall prevent any party from pursuing any right of action which it may have before any Court or Tribunal, subject always to any obligations it may have accepted elsewhere first to pursue other remedies or alternative dispute resolution mechanisms.

CHAPTER 14: ENFORCEMENT OF RULES

192. National interpretation of rules

FMU shall be empowered to decide any matter raised within its territory and concerning the interpretation of the Code or these NCR’s subject to the conditions of international appeal laid down in The Code Chapter XIII provided that these interpretations do not contradict an interpretation or clarification already given by the FIA.

193. Executive authority of an ASN

FMU (see The Code Articles 5 and 10) shall appoint a competitions committee and shall delegate to this committee functions and powers conferred on FMU by Code.

Nevertheless, FMU may reserve the right to approve certain decisions of its competitions committee concerning the drawing up of an annual national calendar of sporting events.

194. Alterations to this Code

The FIA reserves the right to alter the Code at any time and periodically to revise the Appendices thereto.  Likewise FMU reserves the right to alter the NCR’s at any time and periodically to revise the Appendices thereto.

195. Notices

Any communications required under this Code to be made by FMU to the FIA, shall be addressed to the headquarters of the FIA or to such other address as may be duly notified from time to time.

196. Date of operation

The Code came into force and was operative as from January 1st 1980. The FMU NCR’s came into force and were operative as from January 1st 2001. Which is it?
197. Reserved

CHAPTER 15: STABILISATION OF DECISIONS

The FIA and FMU impose the following rules;

198. FMU will announce annually, after the executive meeting of the FMU, its Championships for the next year and the events counting towards these Championships. If subsequently any event withdraws, it will lose its status for the year in question.

199. FIA will announce in October any changes to Appendix J. Changes concerning vehicles will become effective as from the 1st of January of the second year following the announcement.

Changes made for safety reasons may come into force without notice.

200. The FIA will announce any rules not falling within the scope of Championships or Appendix J annually during June.

These rules will become effective on a specified date which will not be before the following 1st of January.

201. No FIA or FMU regulations (with exception of the 2003 NCR’s) will be issued at any times other than those specified.

CHAPTER 16: COMMERCIAL

202. Without previous written agreement from FMU, no organizer or group of organizers whose event(s) is(are) part of an FMU Championship may indicate or induce the belief that the said Championship is subsidized or financially supported, either directly or indirectly, by a commercial company or organization.

203. The right to associate the name of a commercial company, organization or brand with an FMU Championship or Championship event is therefore, exclusively reserved for FMU.

(see Appendix ‘R’)

204. Deleted
CHAPTER 17: COMPETITION NUMBERS AND ADVERTISING ON CARS

205. The figures of the competition numbers shall be black on a white rectangular background. For light colored cars, there will be a black line 5 cm wide all around the white rectangular background.

206. The figures shall be of the classic type (Arial Bold) as shown below:

1 2 3 4 5 6 7 8 9 0

207. Numbers shall be displayed:

a) On the front doors or level with the cockpit on both sides of the car.

b) On the bonnet of the car, legible from the front.

On single-seaters and all historical cars:

a) The minimum height of the figures shall be 23 cm with a stroke of 4 cm wide.

b) The white background shall be at least 45 cm wide and 33 cm high.

On all other cars:

a) The minimum height of the figures shall be 28 cm with a stroke of 5 cm wide.

b) The white background shall be at least 50 cm wide and 38 cm high.

208. On both front wings an illustration of the national flag(s) of the driver(s) as well as the name(s) of the latter shall be displayed. Minimum height of both flag(s) and name(s) shall be 4 cm.

The background shall at all places extend at least 5 cm beyond the outline of the figures.

209. Above or below the white background, an area 12 cm in height and equal in width to the background shall be left at the disposal of the organizers, who may use it for advertising purposes. On cars on which such an area is not available (some single-seaters for example), the competitor shall keep free of any advertising an equivalent surface in the immediate vicinity of the white background.

Except when FMU decides to the contrary, advertising on the remaining parts of the bodywork is free.

210. Neither the competition number nor the advertising must protrude beyond the bodywork.

211. Windscreen and windows shall bear no advertising, with the exception of a maximum 10 cm high strip on the upper part of the windscreen, and, provided that this does not interfere with the visibility of the driver, an 8 cm high strip on the rear window.

N.B. Points 209, 210 and 211 do not apply to historical cars.

212. Reserved

APPENDIX B
GENERAL PRESCRIPTIONS APPLICABLE TO ALL FMU RALLY CHAMPIONSHIPS

Each time the word "Championship" is used in these present General Prescriptions, the expression automatically includes the FMU National and Clubman Championships.

1. Application of the General Prescriptions

A. All Regulations of events qualifying for the FMU Championships (Events) shall comply with these General Prescriptions and the Regulations of the Championship of which the Event forms part.

B. Only FMU may grant waivers to the above-mentioned Prescriptions and Regulations.

2. Status of Events

An Event must have full national event status and be entered on the national sporting calendar.

3. Eligible vehicles

Save for hill-climbs, only vehicles of the groups or the formulae specified in the Regulations can be admitted to an Event.

4. Registration of Events

A. All applications for the inclusion of an Event in a Championship must reach the FMU Secretariat before the 30th October of the preceding year.

B. The Events of a Championship shall be separated by at least four weeks. The FMU executive reserves the right to shorten or increase the interval according to the special circumstances prevailing.(See The Code, Article 193)

C. Any club wishing to apply for a new Event to be included in a Championship shall notify FMU who will nominate at least one FMU observer to be present at the event organized during the year preceding the one in which the Event is to be entered on the national sporting calendar.

5. Stewards of the meeting, FMU delegates

Amongst the stewards of the meeting, the number of which shall always be odd, there shall be at least two stewards of clubs different from that of the organizer. Also, FMU may appoint a technical delegate who shall be responsible for scrutineering and shall have full authority over the club scrutineers. The FMU may appoint other delegate(s) whose names must be included in the regulations.

6. Cancellation or moving of an Event

A. The cancellation of an Event shall be notified to FMU at least one month prior to the date for which the Event was scheduled.

B. FMU may designate a replacement for a cancelled Event giving priority to any reserve Events.

C. Cancellation of an Event with less than one month notice may entail refusal of the entry of the Event in the Championship for the following year, except in cases of force majeure accepted by FMU.

7. Publication of the Regulations

A. The regulations for an Event shall reach the FMU Secretariat for approval no later than 5 weeks prior to the starting date of the Event, after having been approved by the Competitions Committee Representative of the organizing club. The regulations must be published at least two weeks before the start of the Event. The organizing club must send copies of the approved regulations, as soon as published, to the FMU secretariat and other clubs organizing events in the same championship. The regulations together with all bulletins and official notices shall be published in English.

B. The regulations of the Event must comply with the NCR’s, with these Prescriptions and with the Regulations concerned. No waiver will be granted by FMU.

C. 0rganisers must state in their regulations if there are any problems with the importation of competition vehicles or spare parts.

D. Any amendment or additional provision to the regulations of an Event may only be announced in accordance with it and the NCR’s by dated and numbered addendum which will be an integral part of the Event regulations.

E. Any addendum to the regulations published before the opening date for entries, shall also be published in English.  Copies shall be sent to FMU Secretariat for approval, after submission to the Competition Secretary.

These addenda will be posted on the official notice board and will also be communicated to the competitors who must acknowledge receipt by signature, save in case of force majeure duly recognized as such by the stewards.

8. Acceptance of Entries

A. Notwithstanding Article 74 of the Code, which authorizes the organizer of an Event to refuse an entry, no organizer may refuse the entry of a competitor who has scored at least 30% of the total points obtained by the leader of the provisional Championship classification; for the first Event of the year, the final classification of the previous year's Championship will apply.

B. In the regulations of the Event, the organizer may state the minimum number of entered cars. If that number is not reached, the organizer may cancel the Event after obtaining FMU's approval.

9. Competition Numbers

Each car will carry the competition number of its driver(s). Competition numbers must be on the car for inspection during scrutineering.

10. Scrutineering and sporting checks

A. During the initial sporting checks and scrutineering, which will take place at the times and places specified in the regulations of the Event, the competitor must have available all the required documents.

B. Unless a waiver is granted by the stewards, competitors who do not keep to the set time limits will not be allowed to take part in the Event.

C. No competitor, driver or other person concerned with a car can be required to sign any waiver or other document unless this requirement is explicitly stated in the regulations.

D. The clerk of the course or the chief medical officer can require a driver to have a medical examination at any time during an Event.

E. No car may take part in an Event until it has been passed by the scrutineers.

F. The scrutineers may:

i) check the eligibility of a car or of a competitor at any time during an Event,

ii) require a car to be dismantled by the competitor to make sure that the conditions of eligibility or conformity are fully satisfied,

iii) require a competitor to pay the reasonable expenses which exercise of the powers mentioned herein may entail,

iv) require a competitor to supply them with such parts or samples as they may deem necessary.

G. Any car which, after being passed by the scrutineers, is dismantled or modified in a way which might affect its safety or call into question its eligibility, or which is involved in an accident with similar consequences, must be re-presented for scrutineering approval.

H. The clerk of the course may require that any car involved in an accident be stopped and checked.

I. Checks and scrutineering shall be carried out by duly appointed officials who shall be responsible for the operation of the parc fermé and who alone shall be authorised to give instructions to the competitors.

These officials must be clearly identifiable to competitors

J. The stewards will publish the results for each car scrutineered and, if required, make them available to other competitors. These results will not include any specific figure except in respect of fuel analysis or where a car is found to be in breach of the Technical Regulations.

K. The presentation of a car for scrutineering will be deemed an implicit statement of conformity.

11. Parc fermé

A. Only those officials charged with supervision may enter the parc fermé. No intervention of any kind is allowed there unless authorised by such officials.

B. Parc fermé regulations will apply in the area between the start/finish line (the Line) and the parc fermé entrance for Events run on circuits.

C. The parc fermé shall be sufficiently large and secure that no unauthorized persons can gain access to it.

22. Advertising

A. An organizer may only prescribe advertising on the background for the competition numbers with the specific consent of FMU.

B. Such advertising on the background for competition numbers shall not exceed an area of 50 cm long by 14 cm high above or below the white background.

23. Classifications

A. In addition to the classifications provided for in the Regulations, subject to the consent of the FIA, the regulations of an Event may make provision for sub-classifications by groups of cars, as defined in Appendix J (Art. 251.1.2), sub-classifications by cylinder capacity classes, or special classifications based on a performance index.

B. The sole method to be used for determining the general classification of a race in a Championship will be as follows:

24. Dead heat

Drivers

The rule for deciding between drivers who have scored exactly the same points total shall be as follows:

1) according to the value of the places (first place, second place, third place, etc.) achieved in the general classifications of the Events and having served to make up their points total;

2) according to the value of the places achieved in the general classifications of all the Events in which each of the tying drivers has taken part.

3) in the event of a further tie, FMU itself will decide the winner, on the basis of whatever other considerations it thinks fit.

25. Protests and Appeals

The Regulations shall contain all necessary information as to the amount of the protest and appeal fees laid down by FMU.

26. Application and Interpretation of these Prescriptions and of the Regulations.

Should any dispute arise as to the interpretation of these Prescriptions, FMU will be the only authority to make a decision.

27. Fair and impartial coverage

The organizer of an event shall ensure that the person entitled to exploit the broadcasting rights will procure that any broadcast coverage is fair and impartial and that it does not misrepresent the results of the event.

SPECIFIC PRESCRIPTIONS FOR ALL FMU RALLY CHAMPIONSHIPS

1. General Provisions

FMU Rally Championship (the Championship) for drivers of all nationalities, holding an international competition license.

The General Prescriptions for FMU Rally Championships are applicable to this Championship.

2. Characteristics of the Rallies

2.1 Rallies in the Championship shall not exceed a total length of 600 km and be run for a duration not over three days including administrative checks and prize giving.
Of the two formats set out below in Articles 2.1.1 and 2.1.2 only one format may be used during an event. 

On application by the organizer, a waiver may be granted by FMU for a whole leg using one format.

2.1.1 Total distance of special stages is set at 150 km with a tolerance of +/- 10%.  80kms
2.1.2 Total distance of competitive sections is set at 200 km with a tolerance of +/- 10%. 

Note:

- In both cases, the liaison/non-competitive part of the rally is considered as road sections with a target time.

- In both cases, the route design shall be a clover leaf format with a single service park.

- In both cases, at least 50% of a leg shall constitute repeated stages/sections.  What is the meaning of this?
2.1.3 Format

All events in the Championship will use the following format;

Scrutineering

On the Friday of the week (excluding events run during national holidays where applicable) which week
Reconnaissance

Minimum one day with a maximum of four days.

Competitors must be able to cover a whole leg including competitive sections/special stages at a maximum 60 kilometers per hour in exactly one day in daylight.

Documentation, scrutineering (optional), super-special stage

one day only

Rally and Prize giving

two days (including prize giving) – we always falter
Duration of Stewards Meetings.

Minimum one hour with A maximum of two hours for stewards meetings is recommended.

The organizers will ensure that the event program provides for the maximum time allowed

3 Eligible Cars – 

see Kenya proposal

3.1 Production Cars (Group N)

Touring Cars (Group A) including World Rally Cars.

Group S cars and Special Vehicles as per the articles below.

(see Appendix ‘V’)

3.2 Non-homologated cars (Group S) may be accepted for participation in the Championship on the following conditions:

3.2.1 The cars are those of expired FIA homologation and they remain in total conformity with the original technical specification and are in sound condition to participate.

3.2.2 Pick-up trucks and cars may be used in the Championship in their production form with modifications as allowed in the T1 and Group N regulations of the current Appendix J at the discretion of the Stewards. 

3.2.3 Special vehicles such as off-road cars, vehicles with performance competition restrictions not recognized for FIA Rallies, vehicles designed for other types of motorsport are also allowed in the Championship as long as they meet Uganda’s legal road requirements and the safety requirements in the FiA Appendix J of the Code.

3.3 Group S cars and Special Vehicles are permitted to compete in all the rallies of the Championship on an equal basis and can start and be classified together with currently homologated cars on the following conditions;

3.3.1 The drivers and co-drivers of Group S cars score 15% points less than Group A/N cars in the Championship.

3.3.2 The drivers and co-drivers of Special Vehicles score 20% points less than Group A/N cars in the Championship.

· championship based on open class/ overall classification

· separate championships for special groups A/N

· No penalties in open class 

· Minimum of 3 cars per class

· Minimum of 5 cars per Group

· Best 4 of 6 rallies in order to contain costs and avoid 2003 situation
3.4 Reserved

3.5 The Stewards may, for reasons of safety reseed all drivers including FIA seeded drivers.

4. Tyres
The inside of the tyre (the space between the rim and the internal part of the tyre) must be filled only with air. In other words, the use of any device except tubes allowing the tyres to maintain their performance at an internal pressure equal to or less than the atmospheric pressure is prohibited.

5. Reconnaissance
5.1 The schedule and restrictions of reconnaissance are at the initiative of each organizer and must be included in the Supplementary Regulations of the rally. The restrictions and schedules imposed by the Organizers are compulsory for all participants in the event. Any infringements will be dealt with by the Stewards, and will be reported to FMU.

5.2 Reconnaissance is not practice. All the road and traffic laws of the country must be strictly adhered to and safety and rights of other road users be respected. Any infringements will be dealt with by the Stewards, and will be reported to FMU.

6. Servicing General
6.1 All the rules applicable to Servicing as given in the General Prescriptions apply to this Championship.
6.2 Reserved
7. Attribution of Points

7.1 Championship Points are awarded in each rally to the highest placed drivers in the Championship classification in accordance with the following scale:

7.1.1 National Rally Championship points
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7.1.2 Clubman Rally Championship points
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7.1.3 Clubman drivers who are classified at the end of the 1st leg of a national championship event will score 30% points of the overall results (classification).
7.1.4 Seeding points

Points shall be awarded for the overall classification in the same way as in Articles 7.1.1 and 7.1.2.

Participants in Regional Championships shall score forty percent more seeding points than National Championship participants.

Participants in World Rally Championships shall score eighty percent more seeding points than National Championship participants. 

7.1.5 The first named clubman drivers with more than 70 seeding points on 1st January of the year shall upgrade the National Championship.

7.2 Should one of the rallies counting towards this championship not be run its entirety for whatever reason, the points are awarded on the basis of the established classifications:

- Full points if more than 50% of the rally has been run.

- Half of the points being awarded should this not be the case.

7.3 National and Clubman scores

The National and Clubman Championship will include the Overall Classification of any one round of the Africa Championship other than Uganda’s round which is included.

7.3.1 For the final classification of the National Rally Championship, the number of results to be retained is as follows:

- If six or less rallies are organized: all results minus any one round of the Africa Championship except Uganda’s round.

- If more than six rallies are organized: all results. Minus 2
7.3.2 For the final classification of the Clubman Rally Championship, the number of results to be retained is as follows:

- The results of only three clubman events plus,

- If six or less rallies are organized: all results minus two including any one round of the Africa Championship other than Uganda’s round.)

- If more than six national rallies are organized: all results minus four.

8. Classification

8.1 The minimum number of rallies required for the championship to take place is six
8.2 The first driver having scored the highest number of points in this championship is declared the FMU Rally Champion Driver.

8.3 In case of a tie in the championship the crew with the greatest number of 1st places will be declared the winner. If this also results in a tie then the greatest number of 2nd places will be considered and then 3rd places etc. until a clear winner emerges. 

9. Other Award

A cup will be awarded for the co-driver having scored the highest number of points in a classification established in accordance with the scale of points as adopted for the first drivers.

10. FMU Safety Delegate

FMU will appoint a Safety Delegate, whose expenses (travel and accommodation) will be paid by the organizers of the events in the championship.

11. Regroup Neutralization

A constant three minute interval will be maintained between competing cars in Competitive Section rallies.  2 minutes for special stages of less than 15 kms
A neutralization halt must be established before each competitive section.

11.1 Articles 18 of the General Prescriptions shall apply for neutralization in a time control.

12. Judges of Fact

It is recommended that Judges of Fact are used during all FMU events.

Reputable persons with experience in control procedures may serve as judges of fact at all time controls and passage controls.

12.1 The organizer will distribute a list of all judges of fact 24 hours prior to the start of the rally.

12.2 The organizer shall provide all the logistical requirements of judges of fact.

13. Exclusion - Service Park(s).

13.1 Lateness for the time controls at the exit of Service Parks shall be extended from the standard fifteen minutes to thirty minutes. Say 30 minutes rather than extended
13.2 Any crew that exceeds the Lateness Cut Off Point (LCOP) at the exit of service parks will automatically be excluded. This should be enforced to avert the Kuku complaint
13.3 Penalties for lateness at Service Park exits will be applied as follows;

13.3.1 For the initial fifteen minutes, a penalty of ten seconds for every minute or fraction of a minute late.

13.3.2 For the next fifteen minutes, a penalty of one minute for every minute or fraction of a minute late.

14. Super Special Stages

14.1 A super special stage is a special stage designed for spectator viewing with the possibility of having more than one car starting at the same time. The organizing of a super special stage is optional.

14.2 The specific regulations regarding the running and the organisation of a super special stage must conform to the regulations included in Chapter 19 of the Rally General Prescriptions and must be included in the supplementary regulations of the rally.

A separate safety plan must be submitted to FMU at least three weeks before the rally for the approval of the observer(s) designated for the rally and to the FMU safety delegate. Specific areas must be clearly identified for use by the media.

14.3 The roads, at the starting point, must be adjacent to one another. The same starting procedure must apply to each car. It is further permitted to stagger the starting line for the cars to equalize the length of the stage from the different starting positions.

14.4 The length of a super special stage should be between 1.5 km and 5 km.
14.5 The road surface of a super special stage should be of the same type as that of the rest of the rally.

14.6 The starting order of a super special stage is entirely at the discretion of the Organizers. However, the organizers must detail the procedure in the supplementary regulations.

14.7 The use of yellow flag signals as detailed in Appendix 1 is applicable in a super special stage and these flags may be displayed at any location in the stage. If a yellow flag is displayed, the driver(s) must immediately make a significant reduction in speed.

The clerk of the course may allow a crew affected by the showing of a yellow flag to contest the super special stage again. However, if circumstances do not permit this, the clerk of the course will propose to the Stewards an allocated time.

However, no crew which is totally or partially responsible for the displaying of the yellow flag may benefit from this concession.

14.8 If a car fails to correctly complete a super special stage, it may be removed by the Organizers to an adjacent service park, where it may be repaired according to the Supplementary Regulations and itinerary.

Alternatively, the car will be placed on the road section after the Out Control of the super special stage.

In either case the crew will be allotted a stage time of three minutes plus the fastest time.
Any such car will be deemed to have reported to the respective time control(s) immediately following the super special stage at its due time.
In either case the crew will be subject to all normal rules, regulations, service restrictions and time penalties applying to the rally.

Any crew recording an actual time in excess of three minutes plus the fastest time will also be allotted a maximum time of three minutes plus the fastest time.
14.9 Route for all Super Special Stages shall be designed by the FMU Safety Delegate. No organizer may change the route design.

This route shall remain the same for a specific venue or location unless otherwise modified by the FMU Safety Delegate..

14.10 Reconnaissance must be carried out at least one hour before of the start of a Super Special Stage. – Why do they always say no recce?
14.11 Any crew that deviates from the official route of a Super Special Stage shall incur a penalty of four minutes plus the fastest time except if the crew rejoined the route from where they deviated without going in the wrong direction of the route.

GENERAL PRESCRIPTIONS APPLYING TO ALL FMU RALLY CHAMPIONSHIPS

The purpose of the present General Prescriptions (the Prescriptions) is to establish the framework of regulations applicable to the organization of qualifying rallies for the FMU Championships.

The Prescriptions detail, complete, and in places clarify, the general conditions described in the Regulations for FMU National Championships:

* FMU Sporting Code and its Appendices (the Code)

* FMU National Rally Championship

* FMU Clubman Rally Championship (for Drivers)

Only FMU (or FIA for International Championships) may grant waivers to the Prescriptions and to the above-mentioned Regulations.

1. DEFINITIONS

1.1 Rally of the first category (Sporting event)

Road event with an imposed average speed, which is run entirely or partly on roads open to normal traffic. A rally consists of a single itinerary, which must be followed by all cars, or of several itineraries converging on the same rallying-point fixed beforehand, and then followed by a single itinerary.

The route may include one or several special stages (or competitive sections for the African Championship), as well as road sections.

1.2 Leg

Each part of a rally, separated by a fixed minimum stopping time.

1.3 Special Stage

Timed speed tests on roads closed for the rally.

1.4 Competitive Section (African continent only)

Timed speed tests on roads not closed for the rally.

1.5 Road Section

The itineraries between two consecutive time controls are called road sections.

1.6 Section

All the parts of a rally between:

- the start and the first regrouping halt

- two successive regrouping halts

- the last regrouping halt and the finish of the leg or the rally.

1.7 Regrouping

A stop scheduled by the Organizers under parc fermé conditions that has a Time Control at the entrance and exit to enable the schedule to be followed on the one hand, and on the other, to regroup the cars still in the rally. The stopping time may vary from crew to crew.

1.8 Neutralization

Time during which the crews are stopped by the Organizers for whatever reason.

1.9 Parc Fermé

Area in which no repairs or outside assistance is possible, except in the cases expressly provided for by the Championship regulations and by the supplementary regulations of the rally.

1.10 Bulletin

Official written communication which is an integral part of the supplementary regulations of the rally and intended to modify, clarify or complete the latter.

The bulletins must be numbered and dated. The entrants (or crew members) must confirm receipt thereof by signature.

The bulletins are issued:

- by the Organizers, up to the commencement of scrutineering. They will be submitted for the approval of FMU, except with regard to modifications to the itinerary or to the reconnaissance program where applicable.

- by the stewards of the meeting (the Stewards) throughout the competition except with regard to modifications to the itinerary for which bulletins may be issued by the clerk of the course.

1.11 Time Card

Card intended for the stamps and entry of times recorded at the different control points scheduled on the itinerary.

1.12 Competitor/Entrant

Physical or legal entity.

1.13 Crew

A crew is made up of two persons on board each car. The two members of the crew will be nominated as driver and co-driver. Both members of the crew may drive during the rally, and each one must possess an FMU driver's competition license for the current year, which is valid for the event.

1.14 Duration of a rally

Any rally starts with the administrative checking and/or scrutineering (including, if applicable, checks on the spare parts of the car) and ends upon the expiry of one of the following time limits, whichever is the later:

- time limit for protests or appeals or the end of any hearing;

- end of the administrative checking and post-event scrutineering carried out in accordance with the Code.

- end of the prize-giving.

2. GENERAL CONDITIONS

2.1 Eligible cars

2.1.1 The following cars only may participate in FMU Championship rallies and must comply with the provisions of Appendix J of the International Sporting Code.
2.1.1.1 Touring Cars (Group A), including World Rally Cars.

2.1.1.2 Production Cars (Group N).

2.1.1.3 Special Vehicles meeting the safety standards of Appendix J of the International Sporting Code. (see Article 3, Specific Prescriptions for FMU Rallies)

2.1.1.4 World Rally Cars

A private entry or a manufacturer supported entry may use a World Rally Car on condition that it has been assembled and certified according to the manufacturer’s specifications. Such competitors may use previous versions of the homologated car.

2.2 Duration of legs - Speed restrictions

2.2.1 The maximum scheduled duration of a leg may under no circumstances exceed 4 5 hours driving time for any crew. A maximum total time of 2 3 hours for regrouping may be added to this total.

2.2.2. Reserved
2.2.3 Legs of duration of less than 6 hours, the stopping time must be at least equal to the duration of the leg. For legs of which the duration is 6 hours or more, the minimum stopping time will be 6 hours.

2.2.4 The average speed on road sections will be left to the organizer's discretion but must always comply with the laws of the country of the rally. This speed will be specified in the road book.

2.3 Qualification of a rally in an FMU Championship

2.3.1 A rally may qualify for an FMU Rally Championship only if it has been organized at least the year preceding its entry in the Championship and if it has been inspected by an FMU observer. A report will be drawn up by the FMU observer and studied by the FMU Competitions Committee with a view to a possible proposal to the FMU executive and the General Assembly of FMU.

2.3.2 Any rally for which the observation report is not satisfactory, or which has not complied with the regulations and the commitments undertaken at the time of its inclusion in the Championship, might not be accepted in the Championship the following year. Any rally shown by the report to have failed to comply with the regulations or to ensure a sufficient level of safety for the public and the crews might not be accepted the following year in the Championship concerned.

2.3.3 Any FMU Championship rally which is cancelled will not be entered in the Championship the following year, except in a case of force majeure duly recognized as such by FMU.

2.3.4 Reserved
3. SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

3.1 Conditions of Publication

3.1.1 The supplementary regulations printed in A4 format must be in total conformity with all the specifications listed in:

- the NCR’s;

- these Prescriptions;

- the Specific Regulations of the Championship concerned;

- all further regulations and interpretations published in the FMU Official Bulletin.

3.1.2 The supplementary regulations that the Organizers wish to impose must explicitly mention all supplementary rules and conditions which must be in conformity with the regulatory texts.

3.1.3 Two copies of the draft supplementary regulations must reach the FMU Secretariat at least 5 weeks before the start of the event, to obtain their approval. Within the two weeks following the receipt of the draft regulations, FMU will inform the organizing club of any modifications to be made, and on application of this changes, FMU will issue a visa authorizing their publication.

Two copies of the final supplementary regulations as published must be sent to the FMU Secretariat at least 10 days before the closing date for entries. 

All documents will be written in English.

3.1.4 The title of the FMU Championship to which the rally belongs and the official logo (if any) attributed by FMU to the Championship concerned must appear on the cover of the supplementary regulations of each FMU Championship rally as well as on the bulletins and on the first page of the unofficial and official results.

3.1.5 The supplementary regulations must specify where and when the official results will be posted. In the event of the publication of the results being delayed, the new time of publication must be posted on the official notice board(s).

The date and time of the Steward’s first meeting must also be given.

3.2 Amendments to the supplementary regulations - Bulletins

3.2.1 The provisions of the supplementary regulations may only be amended according to Articles 66 and 141 of the Code.

3.2.2 Any amendment or any additional provision will be announced by dated and numbered bulletins, which will be an integral part of the supplementary regulations.

3.2.3 These bulletins will be posted in the Secretariat, in the rally headquarters, and on the official notice board(s), and will also be directly communicated to the participants, who must acknowledge receipt by signature, unless this is materially impossible during the running of the rally.

3.2.4 These bulletins shall be printed on yellow paper.

3.3 Application and interpretation of the regulations

3.3.1 The clerk of the course is charged with the application of these General Prescriptions, the applicable FMU regulations and the supplementary regulations during the running of the rally.

3.3.2 Any protests lodged by a competitor will be sent to the Stewards for deliberation and decision (Art. 171 et seq. of the Code).

3.3.3 Similarly, any case not provided for in the regulations will be studied by the Stewards who alone have the power to decide (Art. 141 of the Code).

3.3.4 Reserved
3.3.5 The driver assumes the competitor's/entrant’s responsibility when the latter is not on board the car during the rally.

3.3.6 Any incorrect, fraudulent or unsporting action carried out by the competitor or members of the crew will be judged by the Stewards who may impose a penalty which can go as far as exclusion.

4. OFFICIALS

4.1 Stewards of the Meeting

The Stewards of an FMU Championship rally shall always comprise three members.  Two of these members of different clubs from that of the organizing club shall be appointed by FMU (including the Chairman) and one by the club organizing the rally.

There must be a permanent suitable communication between the Stewards and the clerk of the course. At least one of the Stewards must be in the vicinity of the rally headquarters so that any decision can be made without delay.

4.2 Observer

4.2.1 For all FMU events, including candidate events, FMU will appoint at least one observer.

4.2.2 No FMU observer may also be a Steward of the same rally.

4.3 Safety Delegate

FMU will appoint a safety delegate, who is specifically responsible for monitoring the safety of the public.

4.4 Checking of the route and special stages by officials

4.4.1 As part of their duties, the FMU observer and the Stewards have the discretion to check all technical and/or safety measures installed on the route and the special stages; they must comply with the following prescriptions:

4.4.1.1 They must display a distinctive emblem on the windscreen of their vehicle, which must be highly visible and recognizable.  This will take the place of a pass, and will be supplied by the Organizers.

4.4.1.2 Their entry onto the route of special stages must take place at the latest 30 minutes before the start time of the final road closing car (car n° 0) - commonly known as route opener. The FMU safety delegate may have a later time for entry to the special stages.

4.4.1.3 If car n° 0 catches up with them while on the route of a special stage, they must stop, park and wait for the course-closing car to pass before continuing.

4.5 Technical delegate

For all Championships, FMU may appoint a technical delegate.

4.6 Medical delegate

FMU will appoint a medical delegate, who is primarily responsible for monitoring the health of competitors.

5. ENTRIES

5.1 Entry forms - Entries

The closing date for entries must be no later than 4 days before the starting date of the rally. There will be no late entries. The list of entries as well as the starting order of the crews must be published and sent to FMU at least 3 days before the start of the rally.

5.1.1 Any FMU competition license-holder wishing to take part in the rally must send the entry form duly completed to the Rally Secretariat (full address, telephone, fax number etc.), before the closing date which will be specified in the supplementary regulations. Details concerning the co-driver can be sent in up to a further date to be specified in the supplementary regulations.

If this application is sent by fax/e-mail, the original must reach the organizer within 2 1 day following the close of entries.
5.1.2 For foreign competitors/entrants, drivers and co-drivers authorization must be given according to Article 70 of the Code.

5.1.3 No amendments may be made to the entry form, except in the cases provided for in the present Prescriptions. However, the competitor/entrant may freely replace the car declared on the entry form, up to the moment of scrutineering.

5.1.4 No change of competitor/entrant may be made after entries have closed.

One member of the crew may be replaced with the agreement of:

- the Organizers, before the start of the administrative checks

- the Stewards, after the commencement of these checks and before the publication of the list of crews eligible to take the start.

Only FMU can authorize the replacement of both crew members.

5.2 Should it turn out, at the time of scrutineering, that a car does not correspond in its presentation to the group and/or class in which it was entered, this car may, upon the proposal of the scrutineers, be transferred to the appropriate group and/or class upon the decision of the Stewards.

5.3 By the very fact of signing the entry form, the competitor/entrant and all the crew members submit themselves to the sporting jurisdictions specified in the Code and its Appendices, these Prescriptions, the Championship regulations and the supplementary regulations.

5.4 The maximum number of entrants will be specified in the supplementary regulations.

5.5 Entry fees

5.5.1 The entry fees will be specified in the supplementary regulations.

5.5.2 The entry application will only be accepted if accompanied by the total entry fees.

5.6 Entry fees will be refunded in full:

5.6.1 To candidates whose entry has not been accepted.

5.6.2 In the case of the rally not taking place.

5.7 Entry fees may be partially refunded following such conditions as provided for in the supplementary regulations. (sse Appendix VI, Article 3.6)

6. INSURANCE

6.1 The supplementary regulations must give accurate details concerning insurance coverage including policies taken out by the Organizers or provided for the crews (description of the risks and sums which are covered).

6.2 The insurance premium included in the entry fee must guarantee the competitor adequate cover for civil liability towards third parties. The insurance cover will come into effect from the start and will cease at the end of the rally or at the moment of retirement or exclusion.

6.3 The service vehicles, even those bearing special plates issued by the Organizers, may never be considered as official participants in the rally. They are therefore not covered by the insurance policy of the rally and will remain the sole responsibility of their owners.

7. CREWS

7.1 In applying the regulations in accordance with the General Prescriptions, any retirement of one of the crew members will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.

If a third party is admitted on board (except if this is to transport an injured person), the Stewards may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.

7.2 The name of the driver and of the co-driver together with their national flags must appear either on both front wings or on the rear side windows of the car. Any entrant failing to comply with this rule is subject to a cash penalty.

7.2.1 When the drivers' names appear on the rear side windows, the letters of the driver's name must be white, of a maximum height of 10 cm in upper and lower case Arial / Tahoma / Helvetica bold face. The letters of the co-driver's name must be the same size as those of the driver's name. The national flag of each crew member must appear adjacent to the name.

7.2.2 In case of glass breakage, the cash penalty for not carrying the crew name is not applied.

8. ITINERARY, ROAD BOOK, TIME CARD AND STANDARD DOCUMENTS

8.1 Road book

8.1.1 All the crews will receive a road book containing a detailed description of the compulsory itinerary which has to be followed. Any deviation will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.

Crews must keep exactly to the itinerary set out in the road book, without leaving the designated road, or designated service area/park/zone unless the Stewards decide that there is a case of force majeure.

8.1.2 In all cases the road book must be in conformity with the standard road book published in the FIA Rally Championship Regulations. However it may be printed in A4 format and must have the OK / NOT OK sign in a minimum A4 size, folded and pasted, inside it. 

8.2. Intervals between start times

8.2.1 At the start of the rally and of each leg, the Organizers will schedule the starts of the competing cars at an interval of at least 3 minutes.

8.2.2 This interval must be and remain the same for all the competing cars unless provision is made for in the Supplementary Regulations with approval of FMU which may apply to events with a maximum of 15 kilometers per special stage.
8.3 Time Card

8.3.1 This card must allow for one page per road section and one page per special stage.

A separate set of time cards must be issued at least for each leg. Where applicable, provision shall be made for stamps or signature at passage controls.

8.3.2 Crews are obliged to have their passage recorded at all points mentioned on their time card and in the correct order. Any deviation will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.

8.3.3 The target time for covering the distance between 2 consecutive time controls will appear on the time card.

8.4 Standard Documents

For the FMU Championships the format of all Standard Documents must be adhered to. (see Appendix VI).

9. RALLY PLATES AND COMPETITION NUMBERS

9.1 The Organizers will provide each crew with the following which must be affixed to their car in the stated manner:

9.1.1 1 set of rally plates, comprising:

9.1.1.1 for the front: one plate fitting into a rectangle 43 cm wide x 21.5 cm high

9.1.1.2 for the rear: a transparent sticker fitting into a rectangle 28 cm wide by 15 cm high. 

On these plates, a space 15 cm wide by 8 cm high will be reserved for the competition number.

9.1.2 One set of two rectangular front door panels, 50 cm wide x 52 cm high.

9.1.3 Reserved
9.1.4 The competition numbers (5 cm wide and 28 cm high) must appear on these panels in black on a white background 50 cm wide x 38 cm high.

10. ADVERTISING

10.1 Competitors are allowed to affix any kind of advertising to their cars, provided that:

it is authorised by the NCR’s and Uganda laws and the FIA regulations,
it is not likely to give offence,

it is not political or religious in nature,

it does not encroach upon the spaces reserved for plates and competition numbers,

it does not interfere with the crew's vision through the windows.

10.2 The advertising spaces situated immediately above or immediately below the competition numbers, as well as other suitable spaces on the rally plates, are reserved for the Organizers' advertising.

Such advertising is obligatory and may not be refused by the competitors/entrants.

On the competition number panels the advertising must fit into an area of the same width (50 cm) and 14 cm high (or 2 x 7 cm high), situated above and/or below the numbers.

The text of this advertising must normally be clearly indicated in the supplementary regulations, or at the latest one month before the start of the rally in an official bulletin.

10.3 Any other advertising proposed by the Organizers can only be optional. Its refusal cannot incur entry fees greater than twice the amount of the entry fees fixed with optional advertising and this additional charge will be limited to a maximum of Ushs 100,000.
10.4 Competitors who accept the Organizers' optional advertising must reserve spaces for it, as specified in an appendix to the supplementary regulations of the rally.

10.5 No additional fee for optional advertising referring to a make of automobile, tyres, fuel or lubricant can be imposed on a competitor/entrant if the competitor/entrant refuses such advertising.

10.6 All the letters of the name of the event sponsor must be, at most, of the same height and stroke thickness as those of the name of the rally.

11. TRAFFIC

11.1. Throughout the rally, the crews must strictly observe the traffic laws of the countries crossed. Any crew which does not comply with these traffic laws shall be subject to the penalties set out below:

11.1.1 First infringement: a cash penalty.

11.1.2 Second infringement: a 5-minute time penalty.

11.1.3 Third infringement: exclusion.

11.2 In the case of an infringement of the traffic laws committed by a crew participating in the rally, the policemen or officials having noted the infringement must inform the offender thereof, in the same way as for normal road users.

11.3 Should the police decide against stopping the driver in the wrong, they may order the application of the penalties set out in the supplementary regulations of the rally, subject to the following: 

11.3.1 that the notification of the infringement is made through official channels and in writing, before the posting of the classification at the end of the leg;

11.3.2 that the statements are sufficiently detailed for the identity of the offending driver to be established beyond all doubt, and that the place and time of the offence are precise;

11.3.3 that the facts are not open to various interpretations.

11.4 It is forbidden, to tow or transport the cars, or to have them pushed, except to bring them back onto the road or to clear the road. Any infringement will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.

11.5 Similarly, crews are forbidden under pain of a penalty imposed under Articles 141 and 152 of the Code:

11.5.1 to deliberately block the passage of competing cars, or to prevent them from overtaking;

11.5.2 to behave in an unsporting manner.

12. SERVICING – REFUELLING - REPAIRS

12.1 Servicing – General conditions

12.1.1 Service shall be defined as unrestricted work on a competing car except where limited in the present Article 12 and Article 12.2.

12.1.2 Throughout the rally, servicing of a competing car may be carried out only in service parks. However, the crew, using solely the equipment on board and with no external physical assistance, may perform service on the car at any time, other than where this is specifically prohibited.

12.1.3 Any infringement concerning servicing or any action defined as "Prohibited Service" (see 12.2) noted by the rally officials may entail the application of Articles 152/153 of the Sporting Code by the Stewards. Depending on the gravity of the offence, other sanctions may be applied by FMU.

12.1.4 Cars may be equipped with an electronic device which will make it possible to check that prohibited servicing has not been carried out on the car.

12.1.5 When necessary as part of service (i.e. changing a fuel tank or pump), emptying and/or refueling is permitted in a service park provided that:

I) the work is carried out under the supervision of a marshal,

II) no other work is carried out on the car during the emptying and/or refilling operation,

III) a suitable safety perimeter is established around the car,

IV) two fire marshals are present with fire extinguishers suitable for use on flammable liquids,

V) only sufficient fuel is added to reach the next refuel zone.

12.2 Definition of Prohibited Service

12.2.1 The use or receipt by the crew of any manufactured materials (solid or liquid), spare parts, tools or equipment other than those carried in the competing car. This does not include water, accessories for purposes of securing panels/parts of the car which if unsecured may render the car unsafe/undriveable should be allowed. 
12.2.2 Except in service parks or where specifically permitted by means of a Bulletin, on road sections the presence of team personnel or any team conveyance (including helicopters) within five meters of its competing car except: 
- In special stages (from the yellow sign at the beginning of the Time Control to the stop sign at the end of the Special Stage).

- For competing cars waiting at the time control at the entrance to regroups or service parks or parked inside regroups where the passing of food, drink and information (data card, road book, etc.) to or from the crew is also permitted.

- Whilst transporting the crew(s) to or from the parc fermé.

- Solely for the purpose of transporting an extra battery to the parc fermé.

- Where the competing cars following the route as prescribed in the road book are required to use the same road(s) at the same time as team personnel following the service vehicle route as prescribed in the service book, provided that they do not stop at the same location at the same time.

12.2.3 The deviation of a rally car from the route of the rally.

12.2.4 The crew, using solely the equipment on board and with no external physical assistance, may perform service on the car at any time, other than where this is specifically prohibited.

12.3 Service Parks

12.3.1 FMU Championship service parks will be established in accordance with the following table:

12.3.2 Service parks are indicated in the rally itinerary with a Time Control at the entrance and exit. (The 25 m distance referred to in Appendix 1 shall be reduced to 5 m). Preceding the entrance Time Control is a zone, closed off by barriers, to which only authorised personnel (mechanics, press, etc) are admitted.

12.3.3 The speed of cars in the service parks may not exceed 30 kph; failure to comply with this limit shall result in a penalty applied by the Stewards.

12.4 Vehicles allowed in the service parks

12.4.1 Only two service vehicles per competing car starting the rally may provide service throughout the rally. These vehicles must be clearly identified by means of "Service" plates issued by the Organizers and affixed in the locations specified.

Auxiliary vehicles are not allowed in the service park.
12.4.2 Where applicable, one other team vehicle must be identified by means of "Auxiliary" plates issued by the Organizers.

12.4.3 – 12.4.4 Reserved
12.5 Tyre changes and modifications

12.5.1 For all competitors, tyre changes may only be carried out in Type 1 and Type II Service parks. Between two tyre changes, the Special Stage(s) distance should not be less than 30 km.

12.5.2 Except in the service parks, the crew is not permitted to intentionally modify the design or the number of studs on the tyres on or in the car, even by means of the equipment on board.

12.5.3 Any infringement will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.

12.6 Refueling

12.6.1 Competitors may only refuel in the refuel zones designated by the Organizers in the road book except as detailed under Article 12.1.5.

12.6.2 These refuel zones will be established immediately after the exit from the service parks. Their entry/exit shall be marked by a blue fuel can symbol.(see Appendix I)

12.6.3 Any action inside a refueling zone not directly involved in the refueling of the competing vehicle is prohibited.

12.6.4 In all refueling zones, a 5 kph speed limit will apply.

12.6.5 It is recommended that mechanics wear fire-resistant clothing.

12.6.6 The responsibility for refueling is incumbent on the competitor alone.

12.6.7 Engines must be switched off throughout the refueling operation.

12.6.8 It is recommended that the crew remains outside the car during refueling; however, should they remain inside, the safety belts must be unfastened and all driver doors must be open.
12.6.9 In the event of a breakdown, the car concerned may be pushed out of the zone without incurring a penalty. An external battery may be used immediately after the exit of the zone.

12.7 Changes of mechanical parts - General conditions

Only one turbo change per leg, per car, is authorised. This change must be carried out in a service park and the turbo may be transported in the service vehicles; or outside the service park by the crew alone but in this case, the turbo must be transported on board the competition car. 

Any breach of this rule will result in the competitor being excluded from the rally by the Stewards.

12.8 Conditions for limitation on the use of spare parts

A limitation on the use of the following spare parts is introduced in FMU Championship rallies.

12.8.1 Turbocharger and compressor (hereinafter referred to as "Compressor")

12.8.1.1 The current regulations concerning the air restrictor and the marking (Articles 254-6.1 and 255-5.1.8.3 of Appendix J of the International Sporting Code) remain applicable.

12.8.1.2 The checking of the car's Compressor and of a maximum number of spare Compressors allowed (one for each leg) is compulsory.

12.8.1.3 The Compressors will be marked with the number of the car (e.g. car N° 1 = Compressor N° 1A + spare 1B and 1C) and will be allocated exclusively to that car.

12.8.1.4 Reserved
12.8.1.5 Once the change has been carried out, the Compressor which has been replaced by the one carried in the competing car will be reinstalled on board the car or in a service vehicle, in which it must be transported until the end of the leg (parc fermé) where the scrutineers can check it. The competitor may then install in its place the spare Compressor (if any) for the next leg.

12.8.1.6 Reserved
12.8.1.7 All the Compressors which have been used will remain sealed until the scrutineers can check their conformity.

12.8.1.8 The above rules are also compulsory for all cars whose Compressors are not equipped with an air restrictor. In this case, the Compressors must be marked only for the purpose of counting them.

12.9 Gearboxes and differentials

12.9.1 For each car, between the gearbox and the series of differentials installed in the car (front and/or central and/or rear), only one spare gearbox and one series of spare differentials may be used in each rally.

12.9.2 At pre-rally scrutineering the competitors are obliged to have the gearbox / differential(s) installed on the car marked, as well as the spares. This marking should normally be carried out at the same time. The parts will be identified by the car’s competition number (e.g. Car No 1 – gearbox No 1, spare gearbox No 1R).

12.9.3 The seals and markings will be carried out in accordance with the specifications published by the FIA for the different models of cars.

12.9.4

a) The gearboxes and differentials may be changed in any service park, provided that the clerk of the course or the scrutineers have been informed beforehand of the intention to do so.

b) Controls may be carried out by the scrutineers in order to check that the regulations are respected.

12.9.5 On condition that the seals and markings of a dismounted gearbox/differential(s) remain intact, the parts may subsequently be reused in accordance with the conditions set out in Article 12.9.1

12.9.6 Under all circumstances, the markings/seals must remain intact throughout the duration of the rally, and the scrutineers may at any time ask the competitors for a control and may, at the end of the rally, dismount the parts in order to check their conformity.

12.9.7 The FMU Technical Delegate will seal/mark all Group A,N and S cars. The application of the rule to the other cars entered in the event is left to the discretion of the organizers, in consultation with FMU.

12.9.8 Reminder: the seals/markings are carried out in such a way as to allow the competitors to replace the clutch and possible accessories.

13. TYRES

13.1 – 13.3. Reserved
14. RECONNAISSANCE

14.1 Reconnaissance Rules

One or more of the following three rules for reconnaissance apply and are specified in the supplementary regulations:

14.1.1 Reconnaissance forbidden either by the authorities or by the owners of the land (military authorities, Forestry Commission, private owners):

The Organizers must give the crews the opportunity of acquainting themselves with the itinerary by covering it (at a time fixed in advance and of which both the public and the competitors have been informed), in normally registered cars while respecting the Road Traffic Laws.

14.1.2 Reconnaissance likely to cause disturbance (disturbances in residential areas, the inconveniencing or endangering of other road users, etc.):

Reconnaissance, restricted in both duration and number of passes, must be organized.

14.1.3 Free reconnaissance in areas where the environment is not likely to be disturbed, or where legislation allows it.

14.2 Reconnaissance

Organizers who decide to include in their supplementary regulations a text on reconnaissance must allow the possibility of using reconnaissance cars conforming to Article 14.3 below.

14.3 Reconnaissance cars

14.3.1 Any car may be used.

14.3.2 – 14.3.15 Reserved

15. SCRUTINEERING - ADMINISTRATIVE CHECKS

15.1 Scrutineering before the start and during the rally

15.1.1 All crews and cars taking part in the rally must arrive at scrutineering (and/or administrative checks) in accordance with the given timetable.

15.1.2 Any crew reporting to the scrutineering area (and/or administrative checks) outside the time limits prescribed in the supplementary regulations of the rally will not be allowed to start, except in a case of force majeure duly recognized as such by the Stewards.

15.1.3 Where applicable, the crew must show the car's homologation form as well as any appendices to this form. If these are not submitted, the Stewards may pronounce a penalty which may go as far as refusal to allow the car to start.

15.1.4 After scrutineering, if a car is found not to comply with technical and/or safety regulations, the Stewards may set a deadline before which the car must be made to comply.

15.1.5 Any car which does not comply may be refused the start by the Stewards based on the report presented by the scrutineers.

15.1.6 The checks carried out before the start will be of a completely general nature (checking of licenses, make and model of car, apparent conformity of the car with the group in which it is entered, essential safety items, conformity of the car with the Uganda Road Traffic Laws, etc.).

15.1.7 This shall include:

15.1.7.1 Identification of the crew. Each member must have with him two recent identity photos (4 x 4 cm).

15.1.7.2 Identification of the car, the chassis and cylinder block, any of which may be marked at any time.

15.1.8 Additional checking, of the crew members as well as of the car, may be carried out at any time during the rally. The competitor is responsible for the technical conformity of his car throughout the duration of the rally; any violation will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.
15.1.9 Should identification marks (see Article 15.1.7) be affixed, it is the responsibility of the crew alone to see that these are preserved intact until the end of the rally. Should they be missing, this will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.

It is also the responsibility of the crew to see to it that any part of the car, which has been handled during checking, is reinstalled correctly.

15.1.10 Any fraud discovered, and in particular identification marks presented as original and untouched which have been tampered with, will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code, as well as of any other competitor or crew who has helped or been involved in the carrying out of the infringement. This will not prejudice any demands, which may additionally be made to FMU concerning the imposition of heavier sanctions.

15.2 Final Control

15.2.1 As soon as each crew arrives it must drive its car to the parc fermé. A brief check shall be carried out there to verify:

15.2.1.1 Its conformity with the car submitted at initial scrutineering

15.2.1.2 If there is cause to impose any of the penalties provided for.

15.2.2 The absence of one of the identification marks, as per Article 15.1.7, will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in 152 and 153 of the Code.

15.2.3 Thorough scrutineering, involving the dismantling of the cars and/or as detailed in Article 15.2.5, may be carried out at the absolute discretion of the Stewards ex officio or following a protest or upon the recommendation of the clerk of the course.

15.2.4 Should the above-mentioned dismantling be the result of a protest, a deposit (the amount of which shall be specified in the supplementary regulations), to be paid in advance and covering all the costs incurred by the operation, shall be demanded from the claimant. If the protest is upheld, the deposit shall be reimbursed to the claimant, and charged to the defaulting competitor.

15.2.5 End-of-rally scrutineering will concern at least the following components: at most
- suspension

- brakes

- transmission

- the conformity of the chassis/body shell

- the restrictor and turbocharger if one exists.

The minimum number of cars to be scrutineered will be the first two cars in the general classification, the car classified first in Group A, N or S.

16. START AND RESTART

Before the start and before any restarts, the Organizers may assemble all the competing cars in a starting area, on the conditions given in the supplementary regulations. In this case, the penalties (exclusively pecuniary) for late arrival in the start area shall be specified in the supplementary regulations.

16.1 Crews may enter the start parc fermé 10 minutes before their start time.

16.2 The target starting time will appear on each crew's time card.

16.3 Any late arrival, ascribable to the crew, at the start of the rally or of a leg or a section shall be penalized by 10 seconds for every minute or fraction of a minute late. Any crew reporting more than 15 minutes late shall not be allowed to start.

16.4 Since the crews have 15 minutes within which to report at the start of the rally, of a leg or a section, if they report within these 15 minutes the actual starting time shall be entered on the time card.

16.5 The starting order, as detailed in the relevant Championship regulations, will then remain unchanged until at least 10 % of the total distance of the special stages or competitive sections has been completed.

16.6 The starting order for the subsequent legs will then be determined according to the provisional classification established at the end of the previous leg and will be posted at the time specified in the program of the supplementary regulations.

17. TIME CARD

17.1 At the start of the rally, each crew is given a time card on which the time allowed to cover the distance between two consecutive time controls shall appear. This card has to be handed in at the finish control of one section and replaced with a new one before the start of the next section.??
Several time cards may be issued together, bound in the form of a book, covering a section or leg of the rally.

Each crew is solely responsible for its time card. The crew alone is responsible for submitting the time card at the different controls and for the accuracy of the entries. The crew is responsible for any entries made on the time card. Therefore, it is up to the crew to submit its time card to the marshals at the correct time, and to check that the time is correctly entered.

Hours and minutes must always be shown thus: 00:01 – 24:00, only the minutes which have elapsed will be counted. Throughout the rally, the official time is that specified in the supplementary regulations.

17.2 The time card must be available for inspection on demand, especially at the controls where it must be presented personally by a member of the crew for stamping and entry of times recorded.

17.3 Any correction or amendment made to the time card will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code, unless the appropriate marshal has approved such correction or amendment.

17.4 The absence of a stamp or signature from any passage control, the absence of a time entry at a time control, or the failure to hand in the time card at each control (time, passage or regrouping) or at the finish, will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.

17.5 The appropriate marshal is the only person allowed to enter the time on the time card, by hand or by means of a printout device.

17.6 Any divergence between the times entered on the crew's time card and those entered on the official documents of the rally will form the subject of an inquiry by the Stewards, who will deliver a final judgment.

18. PROCEDURE FOR THE FUNCTIONING OF CONTROLS

The presence of judges of fact at controls is recommended.

18.1 General provisions

18.1.1 All controls, i.e. passage and time controls, start and finish of special stages or competitive sections, regrouping and neutralization control areas, are indicated by means of FIA approved standardized signs.

18.1.2 A warning sign on a yellow background marks the beginning of the control area. At a distance of no less than 25 m, an identical sign on a red background indicates the position of the control. The end of the control area, approximately 25 m further on, is indicated by a final sign on a beige background with three black transversal stripes.

18.1.3 All control areas (i.e. all the areas between the first yellow warning signal and the final beige sign with three transversal stripes) are considered as parcs fermé (see Article 20.1.2) and no repairs or assistance may take place within the control area.

18.1.4 The stopping time within any control area must not exceed the time necessary for carrying out control operations.

18.1.5 The target check-in time is the responsibility of the crews alone, who may consult the official clock on the control table.

18.1.6 The marshals may not give them any information on this target check-in time.

18.1.7 Controls shall be ready to function 15 minutes before the target time for the passage of the first 0 car (route opener)
18.1.8 Unless the clerk of the course decides otherwise, they will cease to operate after the arrival of the 00 car (route sweeper).
18.1.9 Crews are obliged to follow the instructions of the marshal in charge of any control. Failure to do so will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in 152 and 153 of the Code.

18.1.20 The marshal in charge of the control is bound, under pain of a ban, to make anomalies in control procedure at his control the subject of a written report addressed to the Stewards of the Meeting. This report shall be couriered by the route sweeper.

18.2 Signage of controls

18.2.1 The signs which appear in Appendix I must be used.

18.2.2 All controls, i.e. time controls, passage controls, starting and finishing controls of special stages and stop points, must be indicated by means of standardized signs complying with the drawings in Appendix I. 

18.2.3 The signage of the control area is carried out by means of three signs as described hereafter: (see Appendix I).

N.B. If need be, the signs on a yellow background can be made more conspicuous by the addition of a yellow flag, and the signs on a red background, by a red flag.

18.2.4 Time Control
18.2.4.1 Sign N°1 on a board with a yellow background indicates the beginning of the control area.

18.2.4.2 The location of the control itself is indicated by sign N°1 on a red background, the end of the control area being indicated by sign N°5 (beige background).

18.2.5 Passage Control
Signs will be displayed in the same manner as at time controls, except that the sign used will be N°2 at the beginning of the control

area and at the control, with sign N° 5 to indicate the end of the control area.

18.2.6 Special Stage or Competitive Section
18.2.6.1 The starting point is indicated by means of a sign N°3 on a red background.

18.2.6.2 Sign N°4 on a yellow background precedes the finish. Sign N°4 on a red background indicates the finishing line, where times will be taken.

18.2.6.3 A "STOP" sign on a red background is placed approx. 200 to 300 m further on.

18.3 Control area

All control officials must be identifiable. At each control, the chief must wear a distinctive tabard in order to be immediately identifiable.

18.4. Passage Controls

At these controls, identified by the signs shown in Appendix 1, the marshals must simply stamp and/or sign the time card as soon as it is handed in by the crew, without mentioning the time of passage.

18.5 Time Controls

At these controls, the marshals shall mark on the time card the time at which the card was handed in. Timing will be recorded to the complete minute.

18.6 Check-in procedure 

18.6.1 The check-in procedure begins at the moment the car passes the time control area entry sign.

18.6.2 Between the area entry sign and the control, the crew is forbidden to stop for any reason or to drive at an abnormally slow speed.

18.6.3 The actual timing and entry of the time on the time card can only be carried out if the two crew members and the car are in the control area and within the immediate vicinity of the control recording point.

18.6.4 The check-in time corresponds to the exact moment at which one of the crew members hands the time card to the appropriate marshal.

18.6.5 Then, either by hand or by means of a print-out device, the appropriate marshal marks on the card the actual time at which the card was handed in, and nothing else.

18.6.6 The target check-in time is the time obtained by adding the time allowed to complete the road section to the start time for this section, these times being expressed to the minute.

18.6.7 The crew will not incur any penalty for checking in before time if the car enters the control area during the target check-in minute or the minute preceding it.

18.6.8 The crew does not incur any penalty for lateness if the act of handing the card to the appropriate marshal takes place during the target check-in minute.

18.6.9 Example:

A crew, which is supposed to check in at a control at 18h58m, shall be considered on time if the check-in takes place between 18h58m00s and 18h58m59s. 

Any difference between the actual check-in time and the target check-in time shall be penalized as follows:

a) for late arrival: 10 seconds per minute or fraction of a minute

b) for early arrival: 1 minute per minute or fraction of a minute.

18.6.10 At the discretion of the clerk of the course, a crew, which has been penalized for early arrival, may be neutralized for the amount of time necessary for it to leave at the time originally envisaged.

18.6.11 At the time controls at the end of a leg, of a section, of a regrouping, or at the end of the event, the Organizers may authorize the crews to check in advance without incurring any penalty, provided that this clause has been stated in the supplementary regulations of the rally or is indicated in a later bulletin. However, the time entered on the time card is the scheduled time of the rally, not the actual time.

18.6.12 Lastly, if it is found that a crew has not observed the rules for the check-in procedure as defined above, the marshal in charge of the control must make this the subject of a written report to be sent immediately by the clerk of the course to the Stewards, who will impose any appropriate sanction.

18.7 Time of Leaving Controls

18.7.1 If the next road section does not start with a special stage, the check-in time entered on the time card shall constitute both the arrival time at the end of the road section and the starting time of the following one.

18.7.2 However, when a time control is followed by a start control for a special stage, the following procedure shall be applied:

a) These two controls shall be included in a single control area (see Articles 18.1.3), the signs of which shall be laid out as follows:

a1) Yellow warning sign showing a clock face (beginning of area).

a2) Red sign showing a clock face (time control) at a distance of approximately 25 m.

a3) Red sign showing a flag (start of the special stage) at a distance of approximately 50 m.

a4) Finally, end of control sign (3 transversal stripes on a beige background) 25 m further on.

b) At the time control at the finish of a road section, the appropriate marshal will enter on the time card on the one hand the check-in time of the crew and on the other, its provisional starting time for the following special stage. There must be a 3-minute gap to allow the crew to prepare for the start. If two or more crews check in on the same minute at a time control immediately prior to the start of a Special Stage, their provisional start times for that Special Stage shall be in the order of their relative arrival times at the preceding time control. If the arrival times at the preceding time control are the same, then the times at the time control previous to that one will be taken into account and so on. Does this not contradit the slow guy/ fast guy rule of swapping order?

c) Immediately after checking in at the time control, the competing car is driven to the control for the start of the special stage. The marshal in charge of this control enters the time foreseen for the start of the stage on the stage sheet, which normally corresponds to the provisional starting time for the road section. He will then start the crew according to the procedure laid down in these Prescriptions (see Article 19.4).

d) If following an incident, a divergence between the two entries exists, the starting time of the special stage is binding, unless the Stewards decide otherwise.

18.8 Exclusion

Crews are bound, under pain of exclusion pronounced by the Stewards, to check in at all times in the correct sequence and in the direction of the rally route. It is also prohibited to re-enter the control area.

18.8.1 Any lateness exceeding 15 minutes on the target time between two time controls. A lateness exceeding 15 minutes at the end of a leg of the rally, or a total lateness for the whole of the rally of more than 60 minutes will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code. Should this not be the definitive time bar of 60 minutes for cars that have completed the rally?
In calculating such exclusion, the actual time and not the penalty time (10 seconds per minute) applies.

18.8.2 Early arrival shall under no circumstances permit crews to reduce the lateness counting towards exclusion. However, penalties for early arrival at a time control are not taken into consideration when calculating the time counting towards exclusion for exceeding the maximum lateness.

Examples:

Road Section A:

Start 12h00m - target time 1h00m - check-in time 13h10m

Penalty for late arrival = 10 x 10sec = 1min 40sec

Lateness counting toward exclusion = 10min

Road Section B:

Start 13h10m - target time 1h30m - check-in time 14h20m

Penalty for early arrival = 20 x 1min = 20min

Lateness counting towards exclusion = 10min. (not compounded) 
Road Section C:

Start 14h20m - target time 2h00m - check-in time 16h30m

Penalty for late arrival = 10 x 10sec = 1min 40sec

Lateness counting towards exclusion = 10 additional min.

Total Road Sections A + B + C

Total penalties (for late and early arrivals):

1min 40sec + 20min. + 1min 40sec = 23min 20sec.

TOTAL LATENESS COUNTING TOWARDS EXCLUSION:

10min + 10min = 20min.

18.8.3 The Stewards, upon the proposal of the clerk of the course may increase the exclusion time at any point. The crews concerned shall be informed of this decision as soon as possible.

18.8.4 Exclusion for exceeding the maximum permitted lateness may only be announced at the end of a section or at the end of a leg.

18.9 Regrouping Controls

18.9.1 Regrouping areas may be set up along the route. Their entry and exit controls are subject to the general rules governing the controls (see Articles 18.1, 18.2 and 18.3).

Inside a regrouping area, the engines may be started by means of an external battery.

18.9.2 The purpose of these regrouping areas will be to reduce the intervals, which may have occurred between competing cars as a result of late arrivals and/or retirements. Thus, the starting time from the regrouping control and not its duration must be taken into account. – hence done retrospectively i.e. before the rally – not the mandatory holding of car no1 by so many minutes
18.9.3 Example:

120 cars at the start of the rally

First regrouping of 4 hours

Starting time from the regrouping control: 12h01m

18.9.3.a Target time for the arrival of car N°1 at the regrouping control 08h01m

Target time for the arrival of car N°120 at the regrouping control 10h00m

18.9.3.b Actual arrival time of car N°1 at the regrouping control 08h45m.

Actual arrival time of car N°120 at the regrouping control 11h50m

(60 cars have retired during this part of the rally).

18.9.3.c Starting time of car N°1 12h01m.

Starting time of car N°120 13h00m.

The respective length of stopping time shall therefore have been:

- 03h16m for car N°1.

- 01h10m for car N°120.

18.9.4 On their arrival at these regrouping controls, the crews will hand the appropriate marshal their time card book. The crews will receive instructions on their starting time. They must then drive their car immediately and directly to the parc fermé (see Article 20). Engines must be stopped. The Organizers may give them a new set of time cards either at the entrance or at the exit of the parc fermé.

18.9.5 After regrouping the starting order should follow, as far as possible, the general classification drawn up on arrival at the regrouping area. Otherwise, cars should start in the order in which they started the previous section. In no case can the times set during special stages alone be taken into consideration when establishing the general classification which must include road penalties as well as any other penalties expressed in time.

The marshal in charge of the control shall make any deviation of control procedure the subject of a written report to be sent immediately by the clerk of the course to the Results Team and the Stewards.

19. SPECIAL STAGES

19.1 For special stages and competitive sections, timing will be to the second, except in the World Championship in which the timing will be to the tenth of a second.

However, timing to the tenth of a second is encouraged for rallies counting towards FMU Championships provided that FiA approved automated timing systems are used.

19.2 During the special stages, the crew must wear approved crash helmets and safety belts when in the car, under pain of being reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.

19.3 Crews are forbidden to drive in the opposite direction to that of the special stage; any breach of this rule will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.

19.4 Special stages commence from a standing start, with the car placed on the starting line.

Any car not able to start from this point in the 20 seconds following a signal to do so is excluded and the car is immediately removed to a safe place.
19.5 Starts of special stages will be given as follows:

19.5.1 When the car with its crew on board has stopped in front of the starting control, the marshal will enter the time scheduled for the start of the car in question on the special stage time card (hour and minute). He will hand this document back to the crew.  He will signal and count down (mouthing): 30 seconds – 15 seconds – 10 seconds and the last five seconds one by one.

Alternatively, this method may be replaced by an electronic countdown system, counting down by seconds and clearly visible to the crew from the start position. This system may be electronically coupled to a start line detection device that records any situation where a car leaves the start line ahead of the correct signal (jump start). This system may also be synchronized with a starting lights system of which the description and regulations must be included in the supplementary regulations of the rally.

19.5.2 When the last five seconds have elapsed, the starting signal shall be given whereupon the car must start immediately.

19.6 The start of a special stage may only be delayed in relation to the scheduled starting time by the appropriate marshal in a case of force majeure.

19.7 In the event of a late start ascribable to the crew, the appropriate marshal will enter a new time (preceded by XC), the penalty then being 1 minute per minute or fraction of a minute late.

Example:

A crew is supposed to start at 10h03m

One member of the crew forgets to close his door or fasten his seat belt properly.

The crew will get a new start time of XC 10h06m

19.8 A false start, particularly one made before the signal has been given, is penalized as follows:

1st offence: ten seconds,

2nd offence: 1 minute,

3rd offence: 3 minutes,

further offences: at the Stewards' discretion.

These penalties do not prevent the Stewards from imposing heavier penalties if they judge it necessary.

19.9 Special stages end in a flying finish, stopping between the yellow warning sign and the stop sign being forbidden on pain of exclusion. Timing is recorded on the finish line, using chronometers, which may have print-out equipment, and are backed up by stopwatches.

Where chronometers without print-out equipment are used, the clerk of the course must ensure that enough time is given to competitors to visually confirm their recorded time 

It is recommended that at the finish of special stages, the timekeepers be positioned level with the timing line which is indicated by a sign with a checkered flag on a red background.

19.10 Any crew refusing to start in a special stage at the time and in the position allocated to it will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code, whether the special stage is run or not.

19.11 The crew must then report to the Stop Point indicated by a red "STOP" sign to have its finishing time entered on the special stage time card (hour, minute, second).

19.12 If, through a fault of the crew, the time entry cannot be made, the following penalties shall be imposed:

19.12.1 at the start: exclusion

19.12.2 at the finish (Stop Point): 5-minute time penalty.

19.13 The times recorded by the crews in each special stage, expressed in hours, minutes, seconds, shall be added to their other penalties (road, technical, etc.) expressed in time.

19.14 During a special stage, assistance is forbidden.

Any breach of this rule will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty as indicated in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code. Such decision may only be announced by the Stewards at the end of a section or at the end of a leg.

19.15 The starting intervals for special stages must respect the same rules as those laid down for the start of the leg in question, unless FMU grants a waiver.

19.16 Termination of a Special Stage

19.16.1 When a special stage is interrupted or stopped for any reason, the Stewards may allocate each crew affected a time which they consider is the fairest.
19.16.2 However, no crew, which is totally or partially responsible for stopping a stage, may benefit from this measure. It will be given the time, which it might eventually have set if this is greater than the scratch time awarded to the other crews.

19.17 Road-Closing Cars (Route Openers)

The Organizers must provide at least 2 road-closing cars numbered "00" and "0".

These cars must drive the whole route of all the special stages of the rally.

The Organizers must also provide a road opening car (Route Sweeper).

19.17.1 Duties of route openers

- ensure (via a siren and loud speaker) that the general public and motorists (competitive sections) are informed of the passage of rally cars.

- communicate any potential safety hazards to rally headquarters.

- check time controls and synchronize the official time.

19.17.2 Duties of route sweepers

- communicate any safety incidents to rally headquarters.

- collect reports from controls and deliver them to the C.O.C

19.18 Safety Plan

The safety plan must be in conformity with the plan which appears in Appendix IV.

19.19 Competitor safety

19.19.1 Each competing car must carry a red reflective triangle which, in the event of the car stopping in a special stage, must be placed by a member of the crew in a conspicuous position at least 50 meters behind the car, in order to warn following drivers.

Any crew failing to comply is subject to a fine at the discretion of the Stewards.

19.19.2 In the event of an accident where no injuries are sustained that require immediate medical attention, the green or red OK sign in the road book must be clearly displayed to at least the three following cars.

Any crew failing to comply is subject to a fine at the discretion of the Stewards.

19.19.3 Any crew retiring from a rally must report such retirement to the Organizers as soon as possible. Save in a case of force majeure, any crew failing to comply will be liable to a fine at the Stewards’ discretion.

20. PARC FERME

20.1 General conditions

While the cars are subject to parc fermé rules, any repair or refueling is strictly forbidden, under pain of exclusion. The cars are subject to the parc fermé rules:

20.1.1 from the moment they enter a starting area (if one exists), a regrouping area or an end of leg area, until they leave it (see Article 18.1.3);

20.1.2 from the moment they enter a control area until they leave it (see Article 18.1.3)

20.1.3 from the moment they reach the end of the rally until the time for lodging protests has expired (see Article 25) and the Stewards have authorised the opening of the parc fermé.

20.1.4 Nobody, except the officials of the rally carrying out a specific function, is allowed in the parc fermé.

20.1.5 At the start of a rally there may be a starting parc fermé, into which the cars must be driven a maximum of 2 hours before the start.

20.1.6 Crews may enter the parc fermé ten minutes before their starting time.

To leave a parc fermé for the start, regrouping halt or end of leg (see Article 20.1.1), the crew shall be allowed to enter the parc fermé 10 minutes before its starting time. If a regrouping park does not exceed 15 minutes, crews may remain in this regrouping park.

20.1.7 Only the officials on duty and/or the members of the crew are authorised to push a competing car inside or at the entrance to or exit from a parc fermé at a start, time control, regrouping halt or end of leg.

Inside the parc fermé, the engines may be started by means of a supplementary battery. This supplementary battery may be transported and/or taken aboard the car either:

- By the crew on entering the parc fermé or

- At the service park preceding the parc fermé provided that there is no intervening special stage.

After starting the car, the supplementary battery may be either:

- Left at the parc fermé TC ‘OUT’ for collection by the team after departure of all team cars from the TC, or

- transported in the car only as far as the next service park provided that there is no intervening special stage.

This supplementary battery must be securely fixed inside the car, in a location specifically designated for that purpose. It must be disconnected once the car has started.

20.2 Repairs in parc fermé

20.2.1 If the scrutineers of a rally consider that the state of a car has become so defective that the safety of normal road traffic might be affected, this car must be repaired in the presence of a scrutineer.

20.2.2 The time taken for the repair must be considered, as so many minutes late, to prevent a crew from trying to regain the time lost during such repairs, the penalty for which is 1 minute per minute or fraction of a minute. The crew will be given a new starting time after the repair if the time taken results in any delay beyond the originally scheduled start time of the crew.

20.2.3 By way of exception and under the supervision of an authorised marshal or scrutineer, the crew may,

while in the parc fermé, at the start, regrouping area or end of leg change the glass window(s) with the possibility of

the assistance of up to 3 persons.

20.2.4 If, in order to change the glass window(s), it is necessary to straighten the bodywork and/or safety roll-bar, Article 20.2.2 will apply.

20.2.5 These repairs must be completed before the starting time otherwise a penalty shall be imposed in accordance with the provisions set out in Article 20.2.2.

20.2.6 As soon as they have parked their car in the parc fermé, the drivers must stop the engine and leave the parc fermé and no member of the crew is allowed to re-enter it.

20.3 The drivers may not perform doughnuts or skids at any time during the start, finish or other ceremonial procedures of a rally.

20.4 The use of car covers is not permitted in parc fermé.

21. RESULTS

21.1 Determination of results

The results are established by adding together the times taken during the special stages (competitive sections) and the time penalties incurred on road sections together with all other penalties expressed in time.

21.2 Publication of results

During the rally, the results to be published will be as per the following Article 21.2.1

21.2.1

- unofficial results: distributed by results team during a leg,

- partial unofficial results: published at the end of a leg,

- provisional final results: published by results team at the end of the rally,

- official final results: approved by the Stewards.

21.2.2 The results must include the times and positions for special stages, all time penalties and total time lost.

22. DEAD HEAT IN A CHAMPIONSHIP OR IN A CHAMPIONSHIP RALLY

22.1 Drivers and co-drivers

For drawing up the final results of a Championship, the rule for deciding between drivers and co-drivers who have scored exactly the same points total shall be:

22.1.1 According to the greater number of first places, then second places, then third places, etc. achieved in the general results of the rallies which have served to make up their points total;

22.1.2 According to the greater number of highest places achieved in the general results of all the rallies in which each of the drivers and co-drivers with the same points score has taken part, one 7th place being worth more than any number of 8th places, one 8th place being worth more than any number of 9th places, and so on.

22.1.3 In the event of a further tie, the rule for deciding between the drivers and co-drivers concerned shall be according to the number of best times achieved in the first special stage of each Championship rally in which they have taken part.

22.1.4 In the event of a further tie, FMU itself will decide the winner and decide between any other tying drivers and co-drivers, on the basis of whatever other considerations it thinks appropriate.

22.2 Reserved

22.3 Dead heat in a Championship rally

In the event of a dead heat in a rally, the competitor who accomplished the best time for the first special stage will be proclaimed winner. If this is not sufficient to be able to decide between the competitors who are tied, the times of the second, third, fourth, etc. special stages shall be taken into consideration. This rule may be applied at any time during the rally.

23. MINUTES - CLOSING REPORTS

23.1 Minutes

During the running of the rally, the proceedings of the meetings of the Stewards will be recorded in minutes drawn up in English.

23.2 Closing reports

At the end of the rally, the Organizer’s Competition Secretary together with the Clerk of the Course and the Organizers must draw up a detailed closing report which shall include the clerk of the course, safety/security/police, medical, marshals, results, competitor relations, sponsor relations, public/spectator relations, event manager and any other relevant information.

23.3 Submission of minutes and reports

The minutes and the closing report must be sent to FMU within 2 working days of the end of the rally.

24. PROTESTS AND APPEALS

24.1 All protests must be lodged in accordance with the stipulations of the Code (Articles 171 et seq.).

24.2 All protests must be lodged in writing and handed to the clerk of the course together with the protest fee which shall not be returned if the protest is judged unfounded.

24.3 If the protest requires the dismantling and re-assembly of different parts of a car, the claimant must pay one of two additional deposits which will be specified in the supplementary regulations of the rally:

24.3.1 for a protest involving a clearly defined part of the car (engine, transmission, steering, braking system, electrical installation, bodywork, etc.);

24.3.2 for a protest involving the whole car.

24.4 The expenses incurred by the work and by the transport of the car shall be borne by the claimant if the protest is unfounded, or by the competitor against whom the protest is lodged if it is upheld.

24.5 If the protest is unfounded, and if the expenses incurred by the protest (scrutineering, transport, etc.) are higher than the amount of the deposit, the difference shall be borne by the claimant. Conversely, if the expenses are less, the difference shall be returned to them.

24.6 Competitors may appeal against decisions, in accordance with the stipulations set out in Articles 180 et seq. of the Code.

24.7 The supplementary regulations shall contain all necessary information as to the amount of the protest and appeal fees laid down by FMU.(see Appendix ‘R’)

24.8 Application and Interpretation of the Prescriptions

Should any dispute arise as to the interpretation of these Prescriptions, only FMU has the authority to make a decision.

25. FAIR AND IMPARTIAL COVERAGE

The organizer of an event shall ensure that the person entitled to exploit the broadcasting rights will cover the event in a fair and impartial manner and that the coverage does not misrepresent the results of the event.

26. FINAL TEXT

26.1 Reserved.

26.2 These Prescriptions come into force on 1 January 2003.

Exceptions will only be made for deadlines that shall have already expired by 1 Jan 2003.

APPENDIX II

COMPETITORS' RELATIONS OFFICER

PRINCIPAL MISSIONS

Inform the competitors and play a mediating role at all times.

This post must be entrusted to an official in possession of a license issued by FMU as it implies certain knowledge of the general regulations. They may attend the meeting of the panel of the Stewards, in order to keep abreast of all the decisions taken.

The competitors' relations officer must be able to be easily identified by the competitors. To this end, it is obligatory that:

1) They wear a very conspicuous badge or a tabard.

2) They are introduced to the competitors at the drivers' briefing.

3) Their photograph is included in the Supplementary Regulations.

PRESENCE DURING THE RALLY

When the Secretariat is opened, CROs should have the secretary of the meeting draft a schedule of their duties which shall be posted on the notice board of the rally and which shall include:

- Presence at scrutineering

- At the Secretariat of the Meeting

- At the start of the rally

- At the regrouping halts

- In service parks

- In the Parcs Fermé at end of legs and finish (the latter being dependent on the rally timetable).

Function

- Give accurate answers to all questions asked

- Provide all information or additional clarifications in connection with the Regulations and the running of the rally.

Mediation

Avoid forwarding questions to the Stewards which could be solved satisfactorily by a clear explanation, with the exception of protests (for example, clarify disputes over times, with the assistance of the time keepers /results team).

The competitors' relations officer shall refrain from saying anything or taking any action which might give rise to protests.

APPENDIX IV

SAFETY IN FMU EVENTS

The following regulations are compulsory and must be included in the Supplementary Regulations of the rally.

Each organizer is permitted to introduce additional elements with a view to improving the safety of the public and the crews.

The Organizer’s attention is drawn to the requirements of Appendix H of the Code, in particular those contained in Article 9.2.

1. GENERAL SAFETY

1.1 Safety Plan

A safety plan must be drawn up and include:

1.1.1 the location of the Rally Headquarters (Rally Control);

1.1.2 the names of the various people in charge;

Clerk of the course

Deputy Clerks of the course

Chief medical officer (FMU approval required for events)

Chief safety officer

Safety officers in each special stage

1.1.3 the addresses and telephone numbers of the various safety services;

police

hospitals

emergency medical services

fire fighting services

breakdown services

Red Cross (or equivalent)

1.1.4 the full itinerary with detailed road sections;

1.1.5 the safety plan for each special stage, which must list all key officials, emergency services for that stage, telephone numbers

etc., plus a detailed map of the special stage.

1.1.6 The safety plan must specifically address issues in each of the following areas:

a) Safety of the public

b) Safety of the competing crews

c) Safety of the officials of the event

1.1.7 For FMU Championship rallies, a draft of the safety plan must reach the FMU, the observers and the FMU media and safety delegates, at least six weeks prior to the start. This plan must contain the full itinerary including the road sections. Any comments by FMU will be advised within one two weeks of receipt.

1.2 Chief Safety Officer

1.2.1 A Chief safety officer will be designated in the regulations of the rally. He will belong to the organizing committee and will

take part in the devising of the safety plan.

1.2.2 During the rally he will be in permanent communication with rally control, the chief medical officer and the start of each special stage (by telephone or radio).

1.2.3 He will be responsible for the implementation and enforcement of the safety plan.

1.3 Special Stage Safety Officer

1.3.1 Each special stage will have a safety officer who will assist the chief safety officer.

1.3.2 The special stage safety officer must inspect the special stage and certify its conformity with the safety plan prior to the passage of the 0 car.

1.4 Control

1.4.1 The clerk of course shall be ultimately responsible for ensuring compliance with the safety plan.

1.4.2 In FMU Championship rallies the observer(s) will pay special attention to all safety procedures.

2. SAFETY OF THE PUBLIC

A major priority of the safety plan is to ensure the safety of the general public including spectators.

The following non-exhaustive measures, which complement the provisions of Appendix H of the Code, are obligatory for all international rallies, except for Section 2.1.

2.1 Educational television, radio and news information (obligatory for all competitive section events)

2.1.1 In the form of a commercial spot,

2.1.2 30 second duration.

2.1.3 With commentary by a leading driver or drivers, in one or more language(s) applicable to the region of the event.

2.1.4 Should not show accidents.

2.1.5 Should be broadcast several times.

2.1.6 All print media safety information must to indicate the event route, itinerary and recommended spectator viewing locations.

2.2 Special Stage recommendations

2.2.1 The design of each event will make spectator safety and viewing a priority.

2.2.2 Special stages must be situated and scheduled to discourage movement of spectators between them.

2.2.3 Reconnaissance by crews is considered a safety factor.

2.2.4 Should a special stage be delayed or cancelled for safety reasons this will not be penalized in the observers’ report (unless due to problems created by, or not properly anticipated by, the Organizers).

2.2.5 Cars (referred to as course information cars) equipped with public address systems must traverse the stages approximately one hour before the road closure cars (zero cars) to warn spectators and where necessary ensure that any who are in dangerous places are removed from those areas. The car may be replaced by a helicopter equipped with loud speakers. This operation may be repeated several times if necessary.

2.3 Control of Spectators

2.3.1 The Organizers, with the assistance where necessary of the public order authorities, must identify and delimit danger zones well before the arrival of the public. Any dangerous areas should be identified in the safety plan.

When large numbers of spectators are expected for a special stage or a super special stage, they must be protected by special safety equipment such as tyre walls, safety tape, straw bale walls, etc.

2.3.2 The public must be prevented from moving along the road of the special stage whilst the stage is open for competition (after the 0 car and before the last car).

2.3.3 Safety instructions must be distributed to the public along the special stage and also at all access points.

2.3.4 Marshals or public order authorities (police, military etc.) must be present in sufficient numbers to ensure public safety during the special stage.

Safety Marshals must wear a clearly identifiable jacket bearing the word "SAFETY".

2.4 Refueling and Servicing

The public is not permitted access to areas where refueling or servicing will take place, the Organizers must ensure that adequate precautions are taken to keep the public at a suitable distance from potentially dangerous activities.

2.5 Accident Reporting

If a driver taking part in a rally is involved in an accident in which a member of the public is involved, the driver concerned must report this to the next official he meets or the next radio/safety point as specified in the road book and signposted on the route according to Article 3.3.3 below. If he fails to observe this rule, the Stewards may impose on the crew responsible a penalty which may go as far as exclusion.

The laws of Uganda must also be complied with in relation to procedures at accidents.

(This rule must be included in the regulations of the event)

2.6 Accident investigations

Any accident involving a fatality or serious injury must be the subject of a report to FMU. This report is to be prepared by a committee consisting of the FMU appointed chief steward of the event, the FMU-appointed chief scrutineer, the chief safety officer, the chief medical officer and a representative of the police or similar authority. The report should reach the FMU no more than seven working days after the conclusion of the event except where legal or other protocols prohibit.

2.7 Zero Cars and Sweeper Cars

2.7.1 The organization zero cars must have a panel 36cm x 50cm on the bonnet and the two front doors bearing the word SAFETY with a number 000, 00 or 0. The sweeper car at the end of the rally must bear a panel of the same dimensions showing a checkered flag.

2.7.2 Each zero car must be equipped with warning roof lights, a siren and a loud speaker.

2.7.3 Zero cars may not be driven by a driver who has retired from the rally. – TPOAUR ’03?
2.7.4 The drivers and co-drivers of the zero cars must have considerable rally experience and must be able to give the clerk of the course full information and comments concerning the conditions along the route.

2.8 Safety on Road Sections

The itinerary and time schedule must take traffic problems and the crossing of built-up areas into consideration.

2.9 Information

Information addressed mainly to the public will be issued by different means;

- written, spoken and televised media

- posters

- distribution of leaflets

- passage on the route of a vehicle (course information car) equipped with loudspeaker to inform the spectators (forty five minutes to one hour before the start of the first car).

- no spectator or general public information will be for sale. 

3. SAFETY OF THE COMPETING CREWS

3.1 Safety Services

3.1.1 At the start of each special stage:

In compliance with Appendix H 9.2 and 9.4:

- 1 medical intervention vehicle;

- 1 paramedic qualified in resuscitation;

- 1 4-kg fire extinguisher with a trained operator;

- suitable communications equipment to maintain contact with HQ;

3.1.2 At the intermediary points on the route for stages longer than 15 km:

- 1 medical intervention vehicle;

- 1 1 paramedic qualified in resuscitation;

- suitable communications equipment to maintain contact with HQ;

3.1.3 At the stop point of each special stage:

1 4kg fire extinguisher

- suitable communications equipment to maintain contact with HQ;

3.1.4 In the service park 

- 2 ambulances complying with the regulations of the Uganda equipped for resuscitation (see Appendix H 9.4).

- 2 breakdown vehicles.

so that if either one is called into service the other will remain

on standby.

- suitable communications equipment to maintain contact with HQ.

3.1.5 Reserved
3.1.6 The first intervention vehicle shall be capable of proceeding into the stage quickly and shall be equipped as a minimum as follows:

a) The medical team as specified in Appendix H 9.2.

b) The medical equipment as specified in Appendix H 9.2.

c) A kit of basic rescue equipment specified by the chief medical officer in collaboration with the chief scrutineer.

d) 1 4-kg fire extinguishers with a trained operator.

e) Suitable communications equipment to maintain contact with Rally HQ.

f) A warning siren.

g) Suitable identification.

3.2 Preventative Measures (Signaling and road markings)

3.2.1 Roads and access roads leading to stages must be closed to traffic. This must be done in the following manner:

(a) major or through roads, or any road along which traffic could be expected, must be blocked and manned by a marshal, police or other authority

(b) short no-through roads (e.g. to farms etc) must be blocked or taped, with a notice affixed to the barrier or tape advising of the conduct of the event and the danger of entry

3.2.2 it shall be the responsibility of Car NO 0 to check that the appropriate closure method is in place and to immediately advise the rally HQ (rally control) of any omissions which must be rectified prior to the commencement of the special stage

3.2.3 Marshals’ posts will be positioned along the course so as to;

- keep the public outside prohibited areas by means of boards, barrier or ropes, whistles and loud-speakers

- as far as possible, warn crews of any obstructions in the special stage, through the use of yellow flags

3.2.4 Should the use of yellow flags be required, the following procedure is to be adopted;

(a) yellow flags may only be displayed at a radio/safety  point (see below);

(b) they may only be displayed by a marshal wearing a clearly identifiable yellow jacket on which is inscribed the radio/safety point symbol;

(c) any driver who receives the yellow flag must reduce speed. The Stewards may determine a time for the stage for that crew applying the principles of Article 19.16 of the General Prescriptions;

(d) should a driver fail to reduce speed in accordance with this rule, the Stewards may impose a penalty which may go as far as exclusion.

3.3 Supervision

3.3.1 A radio network (set up approximately every 10 km) unique to each special stage, must be established to allow the vehicles to be tracked and the running of the rally to be supervised.  Alternate means like Global Positioning systems may be used.

3.3.2 Each radio point shall be identified in the road book and by a sign at least 55 cms in diameter, bearing the radio point symbol. The radio point sign symbol must be in black on a blue background.

3.3.3 In addition there should be a warning sign 100 m prior to the SOS radio point.

3.3.4 Any ambulance within a stage should be located at a radio point. An additional sign (green or red cross) should be located beneath the radio point sign at this point.

3.3.5 The tracking of vehicles must be carried out either at rally headquarters (rally control) or by the special stage safety officer on the special stage. Some form of tracking chart must be used either on the special stage by the special stage safety officer or at rally headquarters. Each organizer must draw up, and show in the safety plan, this procedure for tracking vehicles and must also list the procedure to be followed in the event of a missing competitor.

3.4 Road book “Green or Red Cross/OK”

3.4.1 Each road book should contain, as the rear cover, a green or red cross and on the reverse an “OK” sign. In the event of an accident where no injuries are sustained requiring immediate medical intervention, the “OK” sign must be clearly shown by a crew member to the next 3 following vehicles.

3.4.2 If the crew leaves the vehicle, the “OK” sign must be displayed so that it is clearly visible, where possible, to other competitors.

3.4.3 If on the other hand urgent medical attention is required, where possible the green or red cross should be immediately displayed to the next 3 following cars.

3.4.4 All competitors are to be reminded of this regulation by the issuing of a written notice to each crew member at documentation.

3.4.5 Any crew which is able to, but fails to comply with this rule may be penalized by the Stewards in accordance with the International Sporting Code.

3.5 Evacuation

3.5.1 Evacuation routes must be planned for each special stage. They must be clearly shown in the safety plan (by a map or diagram).

3.5.2 Emergency services of all hospitals near the route must be on standby.

3.5.3 Reserved
4. SAFETY OF THE OFFICIALS

4.1 Whilst the primary responsibility of the Organizers is to ensure the safety of the public and the competing crews, the safety of officials is also very important.

4.2 Organizers must ensure that in performing their duties officials are not required to place themselves in danger.

4.3 It is the Organizer’s responsibility to ensure that officials are adequately trained in this regard.

Proof of this training will be required by FMU

5. NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP REQUIREMENTS

5.1 Each event of the FMU National Championship has its own special characteristics. Each Organizer must adapt the safety measures to the terrain and to the characteristics of the local public. The organizer is responsible for this to FMU.

The measures implemented will be detailed in the observers report and FMU will take them into account when selecting events for the Championship.

5.2 It is the Organizer’s responsibility to accelerate the education of the public and of all parties concerned, by improving the safety requirements, including the educational film and free text (pamphlets) on safety.

5.3 Running of Special Stages

5.3.1 The clerk of course is responsible in all circumstances for the running of the event.

5.3.2 However, the clerk of course should take notice of the recommendations of the FMU Safety Delegate (see Article 5.3.7), the Observers and the Chief Safety Officer, as well as the crew of the Route Openers/Sweepers (zero cars) in order to ensure that a special stage is cancelled if dangerous conditions exist.

5.3.3 The Organizers and the clerk of the course must make provision for an alternative route which could be used in the event of cancellation as above.

5.3.4 Should the clerk of the course refuse to cancel a special stage which is considered dangerous, he may be called to appear before FMU in the presence of the FMU Safety Delegate where evidence will be presented.

5.3.5 In addition, it is recommended that the zero car be fitted with a video camera which shall record the conditions on every special stage, during the passage of this car and where applicable, the video footage from on board cameras in competing cars.

5.3.6 If FMU confirms that a special stage has been run in dangerous circumstances, the event concerned will not be included in the following year’s National Championship calendar.

5.3.7 FMU will appoint a Permanent Safety Delegate for events in the FMU National Rally Championship.

The delegate will traverse each special stage in a suitably equipped vehicle prior to and during the event. There must be suitable communication between the permanent safety delegate and the clerk of the course. 

The permanent safety delegate shall be empowered to make recommendations concerning the running of a special stage should, in his opinion, public safety be potentially compromised. The final decision to cancel or delay a special stage shall rest with the clerk of the course.

However, FMU may demand an explanation from an organizer who fails to accept the recommendation of the permanent safety delegate.

5.4 FMU will continue to study other solutions to safety issues.

APPENDIX VII

TIME CARDS




DISTRUBUTION DEADLINE (STEWARDS) – 1 DAY

FORMAT:

Each page in the time card must have four copies of self duplicating paper. 

The first two copies must have the same color, while the third and fourth copy must each have a unique color. This format applies to the rest of the pages in the time card. The colors used should be light for legibility.

Example: Page 5, 1st & 2nd copy - color pink, 3rd copy - color orange, 4th copy color – white.

Page 6, 1st & 2nd copy - color pink, 3rd copy - color orange, 4th copy color – white etc…

SIZE:

15.5 cm X 11 cm (vertical format) including allowance for binding but excluding index tabs which will be 1cm wide.

BINDING:

Spiral or metal binding on the left so as to allow page to be completely turned over (360 degrees). Conventional plastic binding is not allowed as it only permits pages to be half turned (180 degrees)

USE OF THE PAGES:

At the first TC where the time card is used, time on the 1st copy is recorded in the ‘START’ box by the timing marshal. It is then detached and retained by him.

The 2nd copy is recorded on after completion in the ‘END’ box by the timing marshal. It is then detached and retained by him.

Depending on the type of time control, the same timing marshal(who detached the 2nd copy) will then record the relevant time on the 1st copy in the ‘START’ box of the proceeding time control (the next page of the time card). That copy is also detached and retained by him.

Note: With the exception of time controls for leg starts and regroup starts, all timing marshals will retain the 2nd copy of ‘END’ and the 1st copy ‘START’.

This system ensures that at each control where times are recorded there is an ‘ORIGINAL COPY’ of the time card with the timing marshals for the two entries made in the time card.  This is immediately available for checking and verification when the needed.

Each co-driver also has a copy of the time card for his own verification and confirmation of the times.

Results also maintain a copy.

ISSUE AND COLLECTION OF TIME CARD BOOKS:

The books containing the relevant time cards are issued and collected at locations deemed convenient by each event Organizers where there is a halt in the Rally which makes this possible and convenient, such as at Service Parks, Regrouping Controls, etc. Used bound books then become frequently available for the Results teams to undertake checking and auditing of times.

LANGUAGE

Text of all time cards shall be in English language.


APPENDIX VIII

ROAD BOOK




DISTRUBUTION DEADLINE (DRAFT) - 6 WEEKS

- The Road Book shall be A4 size.

- The Book is to be printed in portrait format and bound on the left side with metal or other suitably strong binding capable of 360° opening.

- Printing may be double-sided in which case paper of thickness 90 gsm or greater must be used.

- Printing is to be on white paper only i.e. there is now no need to use color to distinguish between special stages and liaisons, this being achieved by a shading of the “Direction” column similar to the sample.

- There must be an easy method, on the cover, of distinguishing the Book for each Leg.

- Headings shall be in English.

- A new page is required for the start of each road section (a Special Stage).

- The vertical line between the “Direction” and “Information” column shall be filled in black where the road surface is gravel and shall be left blank (white) where the surface is tarmac or sealed.

- The number of the Special Stage may be placed on the side of the page (as shown on the attached example) to enable easy location of the stage. When printing is double-sided it should be the outside edge i.e. opposite the bound edge. The number should only appear on pages relating to the special stage.

- All of the spectator viewing points, evacuation points should be indicated by the appropriate symbols.

- A symbols (legend) page should appear in the front page of the Road Book.

- The itinerary for the whole rally should appear on each Road Book.

- Where a road section is followed by a special stage the distance, in meters, between the Time Control and the Start of the Special Stage must appear in the bottom right hand corner of the Information box for the instruction indicating the Time Control.

- A map of each special stage will appear on the page immediately prior to the first page for each special stage. This map may include:

- a scale

- the direction North

- reconnaissance route

- alternate route

- start/finish, spectator viewing points and evacuation points locations.

- They will be no more than 6 instructions per page.

- Photographs or diagrams of control locations be included to avoid confusion.

- The Road Book should also contain:

- A variation in direction arrow thickness should be used to indicate a major / minor road, not the direction to be taken.

- A tripmeter point on the junction drawing is helpful.

- On road sections, junctions to / from another SS is useful.

- list of hospitals/medical centres

- telephone numbers for Rally HQ and Emergency Services

- withdrawal form

- enquiry form

- Green or Red Cross and “OK” sign








SERVICE BOOK/CARD




DISTRUBUTION DEADLINE – 1 DAY

The format should be A4 size.

Its contents should be:-

1. A summary of the NRC service rules.

2. A copy of the standard itinerary of the rally

3. A list of hospitals near the service parks, with telephone numbers

4. A overview map of each Leg of the rally

5. A map/diagram for each service park detailed as follows;

A location map of access roads showing how to arrive at the park.

. press and VIP parking areas

. TC IN / TC OUT with numbers

. position of emergency services, fire, police, medical

. results service

. hospitality areas, etc

. the surface of the park

APPENDIX L

CHAPTER I :

FIA INTERNATIONAL DRIVERS' LICENCES

1. GENERAL

The issuing of all FIA International Driver's Licenses is governed by the regulations of the International Sporting Code and in particular by Articles. 45, 47, 70 and Chapter VIII thereof. 

11. CO-DRIVER’S LICENCE

11.1 Restrictive Co-driver’s license

This license is reserved for persons physically disabled through injury or infirmity, including disqualifying visual disorders (excluding blindness), and for persons suffering from certain ailments that may be incompatible with the practice of motorsport.

It allows the participation in rally events as defined in Article 21 of the Code.

Under no circumstances does it allow the holder to drive a vehicle during the running of a competition.

11.2 Medical examination

Evaluation of the applicant’s physical capabilities with the help of the annual medical visit for aptitude (see Chapter II, Article 1).

11.3 Safety examination

A timed evaluation of the applicant’s ability to exit the vehicle unaided will be carried out.

This examination shall be carried out under the supervision of a Steward of the Meeting from FMU and in the presence of a doctor designated by FMU.

Once all these documents have been drawn up and the necessary tests performed, the doctor designated by FMU will propose to FMU that the license be granted or refused.

CHAPTER II :

REGULATIONS FOR THE MEDICAL EXAMINATION OF DRIVERS

1 - ANNUAL MEDICAL VISIT FOR APTITUDE

1.1 Field of application of the medical control:

The indications given below in Articles 1.2 to 1.5 inclusive are necessary and sufficient for obtaining any license.

1.2 Annual medical aptitude examination:

All drivers wishing to take part in automobile competitions held under the legislation of the Federation Internationale de l'Automobile are required to undergo an annual medical aptitude examination in order to obtain a driver's license from FMU.

This includes automobile competitions held under the legislation of the Federation of Motor Sports clubs of Uganda.

The medical examination must be carried out by a doctor of medicine authorised to practice in Uganda. Where appropriate, the ASN may lay down special conditions.

1.3 Medical examination form:

FMU in accordance with local legislation or customs will distribute a medical form for distribution to all applicants for a license. This medical form will stipulate all the tests to which the drivers will be submitted, as indicated hereafter. It will be signed by both the examining doctor and the driver concerned, above the stamp of FMU.

The prescribed tests are as follows:

a) determination of blood group and RH factor.

b) eyesight test.

c) orthopaedic tests.

d) maximum or below maximum stress test (under ECG control) for drivers over 45 years of age (valid for 2 years).

Note: Where laws or customs so demand, the form may prescribe additional tests.

At the foot of the medical certificate, the applicant must sign a declaration stating that:

i) the information given to the doctor regarding his present state of health and previous medical history is correct.

ii) he undertakes not to use any drug considered illegal (International Olympic Committee list of doping classes and methods).

1.4 Eyesight standards required:

a) visual acuity (before or after correction, sight for each eye should be at least 9/10). Furthermore, any subject whose visual acuity in one eye only is diminished and cannot be corrected and who necessarily has controlateral vision, whether corrected or not, equal to or greater than 10/10, may obtain a license under the following conditions and after examination by a competent ophthalmic specialist:

- field of vision equal to or greater than 200°,

- functional stereoscopic vision,

- condition of the fundus excluding pigmentary retinal damage,

- any old or congenital damage shall be strictly unilateral.

Blindness in one eye is absolutely excluded.

b) normal binocular vision.

c) normal colour vision (recourse to the Ishihara tables in doubtful cases and to the Beyne Lantern or a similar system in cases of error); in any case, no errors in the perception of the colors of the flags used in international competitions.

d) normal field of vision.

e) normal stereoscopic vision (license will not be issued to applicants who are blind in one eye).

f) the wearing of contact lenses is permitted provided that:

- these shall have been worn for a period longer than 12 months and for a significant period every day.

- they are certified as satisfactory for motor racing by the ophthalmic specialist who supplied them.

1.5 List of illnesses and disabilities incompatible with the

practise of motor sport or requiring a medical assessment by a body approved by FMU:

a) Incompatible illnesses and disabilities:

- epilepsy with behavioral effects, or under treatment; 

- amputations, except in the case of fingers where the gripping function in both hands is unimpaired;

- orthopaedic appliances, if the functional result is not equal or near to normal; 

- free movement of the limbs impeded by more than 50%.

b) Illnesses or disabilities requiring a medical assessment by a body approved by FMU:

- insulin-dependent diabetes, on condition that a confidential document proving the regular supervision of the party concerned and of his treatment is submitted to the medical body approved by FMU and that the medical certificate of aptitude (see Article 1.6) bears the wording "medical supervision necessary"; 

- myocardial infraction and myocardial ischaemia, valvular disease or other abnormal cardio-vascular conditions,

- functional limitation of the articulations of the hand superior to 50% and affecting two or more fingers of the same hand; - orthopaedic appliance allowing the party concerned to recover normal or near normal functional activity;

- psychiatric conditions.

1.6 Duties of the doctor carrying out the examination:

The doctor responsible for carrying out the medical aptitude test is obliged to use the FMU medical form presented by the applicant, filling in all the necessary details. The applicant must then immediately send this document to FMU.

The decision as to fitness or unfitness shall be taken by the doctor who conducted the examination.

This doctor may request the opinion of the FMU approved doctor.

1.7 Medical certificate of aptitude:

Each license must be accompanied by a medical certificate of aptitude as an attached document.

Apt for the practice of motor sport, according to FMU medical standards:

Date:.............

Corrected eyesight (glasses or lenses) YES NO

Special medical supervision YES NO

1.8 Medical control at events:

With FMU approval, verification of the medical certificate of aptitude by the Chief Medical Officer for the event may replace the preliminary visit required in certain cases. Furthermore, at any time during an event or after the finish, the Chief Medical Officer and the Clerk of the Course may demand that a medical examination of a driver be carried out, if they consider that his behavior warrants it. FMUCC will take whatever decisions are necessary following the report by the Chief Medical Officer. This examination may include, if appropriate, a test for drugs and/or alcohol.

2 - MEDICAL EXAMINATION FOLLOWING AN ACCIDENT OR

PHYSICAL DISORDER

2.1 Medical examination on site

2.1.1 At any FMU event:

After an accident, even if the driver appears uninjured and/or has got out of his cockpit unaided, or in case of a physical problem, a medical check-up may be deemed necessary by the Chief Medical Officer with the agreement of the Clerk of the Course.

- For circuit events, this check-up must normally take place in the circuit medical centre.

- For road events, the medical check-up may be made in the regrouping park (rallies).

- For events counting for an FIA Championship where an FIA Medical Delegate is present, the latter may initiate the check-up procedure, in agreement with the Chief Medical Officer and the Race Director; exceptionally, at circuit events, this check-up may be made by the FIA Medical Delegate, and elsewhere than in the Medical Centre.

In all cases, the team of the driver concerned will be informed in writing.

By decision of the Chief Medical Officer of the event, jointly with the FIA Medical Delegate in those events where one is present, the driver concerned may:

- be forbidden to continue in the event concerned,

- be instructed to undergo a medical check-up by the Chief Medical Officer of the next international event or Championship round in which he is competing. In such case, the Chief Medical Officer of the event in which the accident took place must at once inform, by the most effective means, the Chief Medical Officer of the following event,

- be informed he is allowed to take part in the following event without further medical check-up.

These measures are applicable throughout the event; any driver who does not comply will be summoned before the Stewards of the meeting.

2.1.2 Testing and reconnaissance:

If a driver who is taking part in private testing on a track or in nonregulated reconnaissance on roads experiences physical problems or his car goes off the track or road, and the organizer is made aware of this, the driver concerned may be subjected to a medical control before the start of the event in which he intends to take part, under the same conditions and with the same consequences as those described above (Article 2.1.1).

2.2 Procedure after an accident or illness

2.2.1 Duties of the chief medical officer:

The Chief Medical Officer of an event during which an accident occurs must:

- If the accident requires hospitalization of at least 24h, notify FMU of the driver concerned by courier document, e-mail or fax or telegram, giving as many facts and details as possible.

- If the accident necessitated no more than a straightforward examination at a hospital facility, notify FMU by courier document, e-mail or fax or, in the case of a driver entered in an FIA Championship, the FIA, which, if need be, will instigate a medical control at the next event in which the driver concerned is due to take part.

2.2.2 Duties of the National Sporting Authority:

Properly advised (by the Chief Medical Officer or by the person concerned), FMU must make all the necessary contacts with the driver concerned so as to be certain of the proper application of the reintegration procedure set out in Article 3. The failure of application of the procedure will result in penalties provided for such a situation.

2.2.3 Duties of the driver:

In the event of an accident, whether during a competition or in other circumstances occasioning incapacity for a period of ten days or over, or in the case of an illness or disability as covered in Article 1.5 of the present regulations, the driver is required to FMU within ten days:

- either enclosing a confidential medical certificate addressed to the FMU approved doctor, bearing the diagnosis, the prognosis and the extent of the injury or infirmity incurred,

- or by giving authorization for confidential written communication between the FMU approved doctor and the hospital (or clinic) where he is being treated.

3 - REINTEGRATION

From the date of the accident or the discovery of an illness or disability as covered in Articles 1.5 of the present regulations, no driver may take an active part in sporting events subject to FMU and FIA legislation until they have received authorization from FMU.

In the event of an accident resulting in incapacity for a period of 10 days or longer, and following receipt of a document attesting that the patient is healed or recovered, or of a hospital discharge form, the doctor approved by FMU shall demand that the patient visits them for the reintegration or that he/she should undergo a complete annual medical examination procedure.

All the illnesses or disabilities mentioned in Article 1.5 of these regulations must be submitted for an opinion to the doctor approved by FMU.

4 - ANTI-DOPING TESTS

4.1 General:

The following measures are advocated to combat doping:

- prevention,

- controls,

- sanctions.

4.1.1. Prevention:

Prevention is the joint responsibility of FMU and the FIA by means of:

- information,

- education.

4.1.2. Controls:

The rules set out below are applicable as a general principle; In case of a contradiction with the anti-doping regulations of Uganda, the application of the latter will prevail.

4.1.2.1. The reference list of substances (section I) and of methods (section II) which are forbidden is that drawn up and regularly updated by the I.O.C. 

For Motor Sport, tests will also be carried out to detect the presence of

- alcohol (section III A)

- marijuana (section III B) and

- beta blockers (section III E).

4.1.2.2. The following conditions must be fulfilled:

a) At the site of the test:

- presence of a delegate from FMU, designated by the stewards of the meeting; this delegate must assist the doctor in charge of taking the samples in performing the administrative tasks occasioned by the control.

- in the respect of the basic rights of the driver undergoing the test, possible presence of a person of his choosing.

- with the agreement of the doctor in charge of taking the samples and of the driver undergoing the test, possible presence of a doctor designated by FMU.

- in all cases, the medical acts (questioning, the taking of samples of any substances, or a possible medical examination) must be carried out only in the exclusive presence of the doctor in charge of taking the samples.

b) Before the start of the control:

If the driver being tested takes medication containing prohibited substances, the doctor in charge of taking the samples must be notified accordingly, so that this may be taken into account in the event of any justification of a therapeutic nature, and this information must be noted on the test report. All persons present are bound to secrecy.

4.1.2.3. Samples may be taken:

- either: a) at the request of a club,

- or: b) at the request of FMU;

Furthermore, (c) at the request of the President of FMU, spot checks may be carried out both during competitions and at other times.

In case a), the club should be notified as quickly as possible. In case b), FMU should inform the concerned at least 10 days prior to the test. If a spot test is to be carried out, the concerned will receive no prior notification.

Any driver designated for testing is obliged to submit himself to such tests; if he does not, he will be liable to a sanction under Article 4.1.3. For b) and c), the clubs of the drivers undergoing the tests will be notified of the results. Only a laboratory accredited by the IOC is empowered to carry out these analyses.

4.1.2.4. The President of FMU must be notified immediately of the results of the analyses, either directly, by the laboratory which carried out the tests (FMU spot check), or, in other cases, by the ASN of the country in which the tests were carried out.

4.1.2.5. The following are responsible for designating the drivers to be tested:

- a) during an event: the Stewards of the Meeting;

- b) at other times: the President of FMU.

4.1.2.6. In all cases, the designated drivers receive written notification, on which must be stated the time at which it was given to them and the place where the control will be carried out.

This notification, drawn up in duplicate, must be signed by the designated driver; one copy is handed to him, the second is handed to the doctor in charge of taking the samples; a photocopy is also made for the Chairman of the Panel of Stewards of the Meeting. The driver has a maximum of one hour in which to go to the place where the control will be carried out.

The notification of a control may be given:

- either at the end of a competition, on road or track;

- or at the moment of retirement from a competition;

- or at the end of a practice session;

- or, for endurance events, at the end of a relay;

- or, for rallies, at the end of a leg;

- at any time for out-of-competition testing.

When the control is carried out on a urine sample, the quantity of urine collected should be sufficient to allow an analysis and a possible counter-analysis (75ml. in 2 hermetically sealed containers with an attestation by the delegated doctor affixed, one of which will be preserved with all suitable precautions for the requirements of a possible counter-expertise).

4.1.2.7. Should the analysis of one of the samples prove positive, the driver will be notified immediately by FMU. A counter-expertise may be carried out at the request of the driver concerned within the 8 days following the notification of the results.

The costs of this counter-expertise will be charged to the driver, and will be refunded should the second analysis prove negative.

4.1.3. Sanctions:

Any justification of a therapeutic nature which may have been invoked having been taken into account, any driver declared positive shall be referred to the sporting jurisdiction FMU and judged according to Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.

FMU cannot refuse to bring an appeal before the International Court of Appeal on behalf of the party concerned.

5 – MEDICAL APPEALS COMMISSION

A Medical Commission nominated by FMU will be called upon to settle any controversy arising between doctors and drivers, the conditions laid down in Articles 1.3 and 1.4 of the present regulations being taken as the basis for discussion.

A driver may possibly be required to undergo an observed test drive in the presence of a doctor, member of the Medical Commission or approved by FMU.

The decisions reached by the National Commission will be recognized in all other countries falling under the sporting jurisdiction of the FIA.

6 Reserved

CHAPTER III :

DRIVERS' EQUIPMENT

1 - HELMETS

1.1 Standards:

All drivers competing in circuit events, hill-climbs or rally special stages, entered on the FMU Calendar, must wear crash helmets which meet one of the standards listed in technical list N° 25 of Appendix J of the International Sporting Code.

1.2 Modifications:

No helmet may be modified from its specification as manufactured, except in compliance with instructions approved by the manufacturer and one of the FIA listed standards organizations, which certified the model concerned. 
1.3 Maximum weight and Communications systems :

- helmet weights may be checked at any time during an event and must not exceed 1800 gr. for a full-face type or 1400gr. for an open-face type, including all accessories and attachments.

Applications for waivers, on medical grounds only, may be made through the FMU approved doctor. The fitting of microphones may be done only in respect of paragraph 1.2 above.

1.4 Head and neck protection:

The wearing in any event of any device intended to protect the head or neck and attached to the helmet is prohibited, unless the device has been approved by the FIA.

1.5 Decoration:

Paint can react with helmet shell material and affect its protective capacity, therefore, where a manufacturer provides guidelines or restrictions on the painting or decoration of helmets, these must be followed, using only paint specified by them (air drying acrylic, polyurethane enamel or others) and preferably a painter having their approval. This is particularly important for injection-molded shells which are not usually suitable for painting.

The shell being painted should be efficiently masked as paint penetrating the interior can affect the performance of the helmet

liner.

Paints requiring heat curing should not be used and any process should not exceed the maximum temperature of conditioning of the helmet in the standard to which it is approved.

The manufacturer's instructions should also be consulted for any considerations on the use of stickers and transfers.

2 - FLAME-RESISTANT CLOTHING

It is strongly recommended that;

- In all events entered on the FMU Calendar, all drivers and co-drivers must wear overalls, a balaclava, socks, shoes and gloves(optional for co-drivers) homologated by the FIA.

Substances which may circulate in any cooling system worn by a driver are restricted to water, or air at atmospheric pressure.

Water systems must not require the saturation of a garment in order to function.

CHAPTER IV :

Reserved

APPENDIX “R”

FEES

1. SPECTATOR LEVY

FMU will collect 30% of the charge per head of every person who pays a fee to access an event on the FMU Calendar.

2. ORGANIZING PERMIT FEES/PENALTIES 

2.1 Organizing Permit Fees:

2.1.1 Organizing permit fees, as set forth hereafter, are subject to change by FMU without prior notice. They do not include inscription or other fees payable in connection with the relevant competition(s) to FMU, FIA or AMU as the case may be.

2.1.2 Failure to pay an organizing permit fee on demand and/or when submitting draft regulations, shall be deemed to be a breach of the NCR's and may result in the withdrawal of the organizing permit in addition to any other penalty/penalties which may be imposed by FMU (See Article. 2.2 below) without the necessity of holding a Court of Enquiry.

2.2 Penalties:

2.2.1 Late Submission of Regulations/Cancellation of Event

In the case of any competition for which the application was received after the closing date for applications, the organizing permit fee will be doubled. A promoter, failing to make use of a date granted upon the FMU calendar, shall nevertheless be liable for the organizing permit fee(s) which would have been payable had the competition taken place, the organizer will also pay a penalty fee equivalent to 100% of the prescribed fees. In addition, the organizer shall forfeit any priority claim the event may have hitherto enjoyed for inscription on the relevant FMU sporting calendar, unless FMU is satisfied that the failure to use the date was due to "force majeure".

2.2.2 Date Change

A promoter, changing a date already granted upon an FMU sporting calendar shall, in addition to the prescribed organizing fee(s), pay a penalty fee equivalent to 20% of the prescribed fee(s).

2.2.3 Late Submission of Results

A promoter failing to advise FMU of the provisional results relating to a championship event by the seventh day following the competition (see Article 23.3) shall pay a penalty of Ushs 10,000 per day late.
2.2.4 Late Submission of Clerk of Course and other Reports

For late submission of the Clerk of the Course, Accident Report Forms and other Reports, a penalty of Ushs 10,000 per working day late shall be imposed on the promoters, unless the organizers can satisfy FMU that the delay was caused by "force majeure".

2.2.5 Reserved.
2.2.6 Failing to display FMU logos.

For failing to insert the FMU logos provided (see Appendix VI) a penalty of up to Ushs 150,000 shall be imposed on the promoters.

2.2.7 Allowing an entrant/competitor to compete without a license or incorrect license.

Promoters allowing an entrant or competitor to compete without a license or with the incorrect license, shall pay a penalty of Ushs 1,000,000 per competitor/entrant.

2.2.8 FMU, at its sole discretion, may impose a penalty of up to Ushs 500,000 on any organizer allowing a competitor to start an event who does not comply with the display of advertising material required to be displayed by a sponsor who has entered into a contract with FMU for the sponsorship of the championship.

2.3 Failure to contact appointed Steward(s) for an event: 

Event organizers failing to ensure that the necessary arrangements are made with the appointed Seward(s) resulting in the appointed Steward(s) failing to attend the event in question shall pay a penalty ranging between Ushs 25,000 and Ushs 50,000.

3. RATES OF ORGANIZING FEES

3.1 A written undertaking to fly an FMU flag in a prominent position during the entire meeting (for rallies, enduro and off road events, at the start, regrouping/fuel points and the finish of the event), will derive the benefit of a 5% reduction in the permit fee.

Such discount will only be allowed if the supplementary regulations for the event clearly indicate that an FMU flag will be displayed as set out above.

Should this not be indicated in the SR's for an event and no credit is granted by FMU, such credit may not be claimed by an organizer afterwards, irrespective of whether the flag was displayed or not.

No additional discount will be granted for displaying more than one FMU flag during an event.

3.2 New Categories

FMU reserves the right to levy a fee of Ushs 500,000 for any new category of competition proposed to be introduced on a national level.

ON APPLICATION

Events that combine Rallies and Motocross / Enduro shall be run with permits for each categories.
3.7 Waiver Permits

Waiver permits (at no charge) may only be issued on application for closed club social fun events.

3.8 International Events

Permit fees applicable to international events depend upon the nature of the event, the prevailing rate of exchange at time of inscription and the date of the inscription. These permit fees will be advised by FMU on application.

3.9 Organizers will be invoiced at the beginning of the year (for international events, upon receipt of the FiA/AMU invoices) for events inscribed before 31st December 2002 and any monies under Article 3 not paid within thirty days from the date of invoice, will bear 10% interest.

4. COMPETITION LICENSES

Competition licenses are valid only for only one event.

However, licenses for the whole season may be issued.

5. LICENSE FEES

The cost of all licenses includes the cost of an FMU Handbook, relevant technical/sporting regulations and training applicable to the license obtained.

All licenses issued in 2003 will be temporary. The license will be fully recognized when the license holder has successfully passed the FMU examination relevant to his particular license. (See Appendix ‘T’)

5.1 Duplicate Licenses

Where a license is lost or stolen, a duplicate license will be issued at a cost of fifty percent of the original fee irrespective of date of issue. (excluding International FIA/AMU licenses).

5.2 Club/Association Membership

A license will only be issued on production of 

i) an endorsement of the competition secretary of a club/association registered with FMU for the current year.

ii) a current membership card of the same club/association for the current year issued by a club or association registered with FMU.

5.3 License Upgrading Fee

In the event of upgrading a license, holders will be credited with the amount paid for the license which is being upgraded.

5.4 FMU Hand Books and Calendars

FMU Handbooks or calendars are issued when a license is first taken out and every time it is renewed. These documents are compulsory for all license holders.

5.5 Annual Track Licenses

A license will be issued to a track where an FMU licensed event is run.

5.6. Track Inspection Fees

All tracks shall be inspected at least once on an annual basis irrespective of whether material alterations to the track and its immediate surroundings have taken place. 6. OFFICIALS' EXPENSES

(only payable when in attendance both at start and end of event).

6.1 FMU Stewards

Organizers are responsible for paying the transport expenses, communication expenses and meals of the FMU Steward(s) to and from a competition and throughout the competition, together with any relevant accommodation expenses. In addition, the FMU Stewards(s) will claim from the promoters an out of pocket expense fee calculated as follows:

a) Ushs 40,000 per day for national events on the FMU calendar,

b) Ushs 20,000 per day for all other events on the FMU calendar.

6.2 FMU Observers

Organizers are responsible for the expenses of FMU Observers as in the case of FMU Stewards. and to pay Observers out of pocket expenses at the scale prescribed for FMU Stewards.
6.3 FMU Technical, Safety and Medical Delegates

Organizers are responsible for the expenses of FMU Observers as in the case of FMU Stewards. and to pay Observers out of pocket expenses at the scale prescribed for FMU Stewards.
7. FINES

For a breach of any NCR or appendix thereto, or for a breach of the Supplementary Regulations or official instructions, the following are the maximum fines which may be imposed by:

Where leave to appeal against the findings of an FMU Appeal Court has been refused, the relevant leave to appeal fee together with the appeal fee as laid down in this section must be lodged together with the appeals concerned within seven days of the written announcement of the decision of the FMU Court concerned. The leave to appeal petition will be considered by the National Court of Appeal. 

Should the National Court of Appeal decide that the appeal should proceed to a hearing, the leave to appeal fee shall be refunded. If however, the National Court of Appeal, refuses leave to appeal, all leave to appeal fees in addition to the appeal fee relating to the grounds of the appeal (or a portion)

9.3 Costs

In deciding upon the question of costs, the court shall take into account the time involved with;

- scrutineering, assessed at Ushs 10,000 per hour per Scrutineer,

- possible involvement of FMU Consultants assessed at the same rate as that of Scrutineers and

- costs incurred by fellow competitors who may be subject to the appeal.

They will, in addition, take into account all travel and accommodation costs incurred and shall assess their own time related to the hearing at Ushs 10,000 per hour per member.

In the case of tribunals, however, the rate payable to members of the tribunal shall be assessed at Ushs 25,000 per hour. 

9.4 Fees paid in respect of appeals to lower courts are not refunded where the appellant succeeds in an appeal to a higher court. In addition, costs may be given against an appellant notwithstanding that the appellant has succeeded with the appeal.

9.5 Administrative costs may be required to be paid by the appellant notwithstanding that the appeal has succeeded. Such administrative costs will not exceed 25% of the appeal fee. Where an appeal fails, the appeal fee will be forfeited and 25% of the appeal fee so forfeited will be allocated to administrative costs.

10. NAMING RIGHTS

10.1 The naming rights of any Uganda and/or FMU Championship, Challenge. Trophy, Cup, Series or Event, is the property of FMU and may only be sold by FMU.

10.2 A fee determined by FMU in respect of such naming rights shall be payable to FMU by the Organizer of any event with a naming sponsor.

10.3 The naming rights fees in respect of 2003 National Championship events are as follows:(see Article 5)

11. CLUB REGISTRATION FEES

11.1 A club seeking registration with FMU shall submit for approval to the Committee concerned a proposed constitution, a list of office bearers and addresses, a full list of paid-up members, and details of the category or categories of motorsport to be catered for.

FMU will not agree to the registration of a club, the initials of which are the same as those of a club already registered.

In the event of FMU agreeing to the registration of a club, an initial registration fee shall be payable (see Article 5)

11.2 FMU will require clubs already registered to furnish proof that membership has not fallen below 30 paid-up members. In the event of membership falling below 30 paid-up members, registration may be cancelled.

11.3 Clubs failing to renew registration on or before 1st February each year will forfeit the right to organize events.

11.4 Clubs failing to pay registration fees will only be reinstated as registered clubs at the sole discretion of FMU, and on payment of all current and arrears registration fees plus a re-registration fee of Ushs 500,000

11.5 Clubs electing to suspend their activities must advise FMU accordingly. A club on resuming motorsport activities, will be re-instated at the sole discretion of FMU, and shall be required to pay a re-registration fee of Ushs 500,000 together with the applicable annual registration fee.

11.6 Where clubs are members of or are registered with an association recognized by FMU. the association concerned will be responsible for payment of an annual registration fee to FMU based on the total membership of the combined clubs under the control of the association concerned.

12. RECOGNITION OF ASSOCIATIONS

12.1 FMU must be satisfied that any Association applying for recognition represents and safeguards the interests of the competitors in that particular category of motorsport.

12.2 Only one Association will be recognized for any particular category or branch of motorsport.

12.3 Applications must be accompanied by details of the aims and objects of the association together with a list of members stating their involvement in motorsport.

12.4 Recognition will be based on a minimum number of members, which shall be decided by FMU in relation to the particular category of motorsport concerned.

12.5 The annual levy for a recognized Association is the same as the clubs’ levy, payable not later than the 1st February each year.

FMU will have the right to terminate recognition of an Association should it be decided that it is not serving the interests of the members of that Association.

Note:

An Association shall not conduct its affairs in a manner which can conflict with the objectives and spheres of activity of any normal motoring club.

APPENDIX ‘T’

OFFICIALS LICENSES CATEGORIES AND TRAINING 

1. LICENSE CATEGORIES

Licenses will be issued on merit, experience, performance and professional skill and basic knowledge of English. The following criteria will also be used

The FMU executive reserves the right to accept or reject members appointed by their respective clubs to the FMU Competitions Committee.  These members must fall under Category A or B.

1.1 Category A:

A combined minimum of experience of one year in any three of the following areas;

International Steward, National Chief-Steward, International Clerk of the Course, International CoC-Safety, International CoC-Results, International Competitor (mainly Co-Driver), National Champion (mainly Co-Driver), International Competitor Relations, International Scrutineer, International Chief Marshal, International Event Manager, National Event Manager, International Chief Medical Officer, International Observer.

1.2 Category B:

A combined minimum of experience of one year in any two of the following areas;

National Steward, Clubman Chief – Steward, National Clerk of the Course, National CoC-Safety, National CoC-Results, International Competitor (mainly Co-Driver), Clubman Champion (mainly Co-Driver), National Competitor Relations, National Chief Scrutineer, National Chief Marshal, Clubman Event Manager, National Chief Medical Officer, National Observer.

1.3 Category C:

A combined minimum of experience of one year in any two of the following areas;

Clubman Steward, Clubman Clerk of the Course, Clubman CoC-Safety, Clubman-CoC Results, Clubman Competitor Relations Officer, Clubman Scrutineer, Clubman Chief Marshal, Clubman Medical Officer, Clubman Observer.

1.4 Category D:
All other officials.

Note: Areas that require technical expertise may not necessarily follow the same criteria. Example: Medical Officers

Unless otherwise stated, deputies of the persons in the areas named above will be included in the immediate lower category. Example: Category B: National Chief Marshal, Category C: Assistant National Chief Marshal.

2. TRAINING
2.1 All Applicants for a license will be examined using ‘The Open Book Examination System.’

2.1.1 Applicants with only fundamental knowledge of English may be examined verbally.

All examinations shall refer to incidents that have already been experienced in previous local and international championships.

2.2 Examinations will always start with applicants for Category A. Successful holders of the category a license will automatically be appointed to a panel that will examine the rest of the categories.

2.3 General knowledge in the following areas will be examined;

2.3.1 Category A: FiA International Sporting Code and its Appendices, FiA WRC and ARC rules, FMU NCRs, variations and differences in the interpretation of FiA WRC/ARC rules in comparison to FMU NCRs. Application of NCRs.

General knowledge of map reading and basic knowledge of word processing and spreadsheets is required.

2.3.2 Category B: FiA ARC rules and FMU NCRs, variations between these rules, reasons for local interpretation, application of NCRs

Basic knowledge of calculation of time, map reading, word processing and spreadsheets is required.

2.3.3 Category C: Application of FMU NCRs

2.3.4 Category D: Application of particular Articles and appendices of the FMU NCRs

3. Applicants for Technical Licenses may be examined using criteria other than that stated in Article 2 of these rules.
